He drove four big, fine horses from
The Dalles to Price's Station, and
six smaller ones: from there to
Leonard’s Bridge. He always came
into the station on the run and
left the station the same way. I,
as a fmall boy, wondered .if he
drove that way all the time. One
day I climbed a hill where I could
see the road for quite a distance,

knew what was going on, he. was
suwmounded by the hdrses. His
team siopped. For some timé he
kept still. Could see nothing but
thorses, he ‘got infront of his team
and lead them, and with his whip
he slowly worked his way, nearly
a mile, through the herd. When
Ie got to the edge of the herd he
saw some men. He called to
them. No answer. H& then said
“Kli-Hi-um"* (how do you do). A
laugh which he recognized as the
laugh of a white man was the first
sign he had that he was among
white men instead of Indians., 1
heard him say. “All the way
through that herd of horses, my
hat would not stay on. When I
beard that laugh, my hat settled
down on my head.” He made his
trip and saw no Indians. Some
two or three years later Qeorge
wa" drowned at the mouth of
C-as3 Valley Canyon, near John
Day Bridge. It was during the
spring traw and the canyon, us-
nally dry, was a swift muddy
river. Shannon meached it after
dark. He unhitched, tied the mail

All
of these men drove stage between
The Dalles and John Day Bridge.

And there was aoother very
well known stage driver that I
wish to mention here, although he
never drove stage out of The
Dalles. Charley Slade, in the early
ninelies, owned a hotel and a
livery stable at Grants, Oregon,
and run a stage lineg between
Grants and Goldendale, Washing-
ton. and drove the Concord Coach
mostt of the time himself. Slade
was a lame man, wearing a cork
boot. He ‘was also left handed, but
he was an artist with that whip.
The way he could swing the whip
with his left hand, and never wrap
it around his pasgenger’s neck that
sat next to him, cerlainly was won-
darful.

Once upon a time an axel grease
company sent a fine hour-horse
team all over the country giving
exhibitions as an advertising
scheme. The driver with his four
horses, all with flaxen manes and
tails, was giving an exhibition--of
fancy driving in Goldendale one day
when Slade drove into town. Some
of the boys coaxed Slade to give
a wild west stage coach exhibition.
After he had put two or three
drinks of drugstore whiskey under

and-found that when about a quar-
ter of a mile away he would whip
his titam into a run;also when
leaving the station. after having
dinner and changing horses, he
would run them another quarter
and then bring them to a sweeping
trot. These drivers carried a whip
which they usually owned them-
\selves, and took great pride in'
keeping in good order. It consist-
~1 of a long lash pointed with silk.
The lash was kept oiled and wax-
ed to keep it pliable and the proper
weight. This lash was attached to
a long tapering whip stock. Most
of the good ones were hickory,
acraped ‘down and would be quite
limber and ornamented with silver
ferrils. It was said Bradley could
nick a fly from the lead horse and
not touch the horse.

When the Northern Pacific|

incidents of interest could be
written about these stage lines,
and the men conneeted with them,
but this article ‘will answer the
purpose for which it is intended.
It will recall to the minds of
