parent that early estimates of k« 
size of tiwk wheat crop were no 
exaggerated. There is every indi 
cation that the county will harves 
as many bushels per acre as it die 
in the average year of the twen­
ties, There will be fewer budheb 
in the total because many acres 
have been plowed up or left out of 
production because of government 
programs.

PRISONERS’ PAROLE
The recent uprising in the state 

penitentiary, together with the 
court decision that brought it 
about, should and probably will 
result in a clarification of th« law 
regarding parole« and “Good Time” 
allowances to prisoners.

Criticism has often been leveled 
at Oregon because it did not have 
a parole system that met the quali­
fications «et forth by the federal 
prison board. The Oregon parole 
board serves without pay and 
meets “from time to time as oc 
can ion requires’’ and cannot make 
the study of parole methods that 
a full time parol« officer might. 
The present parole officer work^ 
under the board.

It is undoubtedly true that some 
- definite reward should be held out 

to prisoners of good behavior 
whereas it now appear« that there 
is really nothing definite about it.

NOT ANY. THANKS
The American reader who per­

uses the report of the actions of 
the new Greek government may be 
inclined to wonder if the cure is 
not worse than the disease. Be­
cause of fear of a general ¿Urike— 
whidb would have been a serious 
ailment, it is true—a dictator was 
appointed who proclaimed martial 
law, dissolved the legisjative body, 
postponed elections, and mobolised 
the workers in essential industries.
