In spite of the fact that notable
decreases in ‘highway fatalities |
have been recorded in Oregon this
vear,' the summer - .months - have
h-ought added evidence that care-
lessness at the wheel of an auto-
mobkile may result in death, Secre-
tary of State Earl Snell reports

Four persons were killed on tha
Columrhia River highway east of
The Dalles because one driver,
traveling at an  extremely high
1:*¢ of sneed. couldn’t wait before
passing another car as a third
vehicle approached, and as a re-
sult his vehicle was sandwiched
between the other car and the on-|
coming truck.

“In Union county a-ecar #ped down |

a steep, winding hill, crashed
th ourh-a guard rail and tunmbled |
scveral #mndred feet to the bot-|
tom of a eanyon, apparently
cause the driver dozed at the |
wheel.” _This mishap occurred in!
broad daylight under .good drivin;zi
conditions.

A driver of a truck ope ating
out of Salem was killed one eve-
ping when he fajled to note 2 string
of flat cars standing on a railroad
track at a grade crossing. His
hurtling machine knocked one of
the flat cars entirely off the t ack
and moved several others,

“In many cases just like these,
the driver might be gujlty of
slight carelessness and escape
without injury,” Snell commented
“Yet these practices, if indulged
in regularly, are bound to result
in accidents soone or later. Par-
ticularly at this time of year, when
good conditions tempt drivers to
travel fast, motorists should b
careful about passing, other ears,
crosing railroad tracky and round-
ing curves on unfamiliag roads.”
