RECREATION AREA
The value of O regon’s récréa-,

tional resources are often over­
looked by those who toil fo r a liv­
ing w ithout tak ing  tim e off to 
visit the stream s and m ountains 
o f  the s ta te  and look over th6 
sigh ts th a t m ake of Oregon a state  
of ra re  scenery.

Last week ertd the O rder of the 
Antelope held its annual m eeting 
a t  H a rt M ountain, Lake county 
and many of the v isito rs took ai 
ex tra  day and saw the Malheu 
bird re fuge in the Donner an« 
B litzen valley in H arney count? 
where the m arshes and stream  
have been bought by the govern 
ment fo r the use o f m igrato r) 
birds. Stockmen are still perm it 
t «I to cu t hay from  the land at 
stated  seasons of the year so in. 
terference w ith the livestock in­
dustry  is not serious.

At H art m ountain in the cent*« 
of the antelope refuge eigh 
years ago a group of men me 
who were interested in the preser 
vation of the wild life of th a t area 
An organization  was formed witl 
the sole purpose o f re ta in ing  th ' 
antelope and other game. Throug! 
then» a refuge has been estab 
fished.

For the annual m eeting invita 
tions a re  issued ra th e r generally 
or have been, as the purpose wa 
to in terest a large num ber in th« 
project. As cam ping facilities ar 
restric ted  it is likely th a t a limi 
of 200 will have to be made.

There is one outstanding featur« 
of the trip . There is absolut 
freedom  for those who go. T hen  
is no program  except a brief cam? 
fire initiation the last night. On 
may come a t any tim e, camp w hen 
fancy dictates, go look at th« 
antelope or s tay  in camp, talk  an« 
visit w ith any one, play gam es o 
sleep. There is none to urg« 
activity  or rest,

The country is covered witl 
greasjewood a couple of feet high 
intersperced with lakes a vast ma 
jority  of which are absolutely dry 
Thousands of antelope bound of 
in the grea«ewood at first sight of 
a car, but will approach very clos« 
if one ha* patience to aw ait th( 
eff cl of their natu ra l curiousity.

People come from all over the 
sta te , from  Idaho, C alifornia and 
other sta tes to spend a day or tw r 
on the reserve. There is a fascina­
tion about it. W hether it comes 
from m an’s urge to re tu rn  to the 
native sta te  once in a while and 
get out in the open places or from  
the a ttraction  th a t comes Jro m  thé 
abiliy to see as fa r  as the eye is 
able to look or from the view one 
obtains of really wild game or 
from  the good fellowship th a t p re ­
vails cannot be stated  by the 
w riter.

Oregon has many thousands of 
acres th a t will be m ainly useful 
for recreation. We in Sherm an 
county live in the most highly till 
ed section of the sta te , a t least, 
where the la rg est percentage of the 
land is farm ed, but in m any sec­
tions o f the s ta te  agricu ltu re if 
impossible and stock raising *• 
hazardous because of lack of wat
