Men stru tted  about the earth 
proud because their opinion was 
us good as that of any other man. 
It was that wave that made de­
mocracy a governmental ideal. 
That governmental ideal released 
the power of men’s minds to think 
for themselves and invention 
breught the industrial revolution, 
machinery, better living standards 
m d  all the gadgets thae we live 
with and use to make living easier. 
Wt boomed ahead 'because of com­
petition of man against man, be­
cause no one had to take a back 
«eat if he was willing to work or 
think.

Now, as we get on in the middle 
years of the 29th century, a brief 
150 years from the major onset of 
t.-ue liberalism that brought re ­
lease to men’s minds, the process 
reverses itself.

In the world today there is 
barely six men whose opinions are 
w orth  anything. There is Hitler, 
Stalin, Churchill, Roosevelt, Mat- 
suoka and a short time ago Mus­
solini. When one of these speaks 
the men of the world listen and 
too often meekly allow their mind 
to fall into the ru t grooved for 
them by the leader whose voice 
comes to them by radio.

Men no longer boast, or even 
feel, that their opinion is as good 
as th a t of any man. Thbre are 
few, if any, liberals, for men do 
not want to be released from men­
tal and emotional servitude. The 
few who challenge the words of 
the g rea t are pushed aside as un­
patriotic or treasonous.

And, if there be watchers on 
Mars, they must wonder that men 
should spend so much blood and 
tears to be free and then toss it 
it away to follow the han<ftvagon.
