Increase Farm Units
Coptrol of w ater th rough recla­

m ation offers the g rea te s t oppor­
tun ity  for increasing the num ber 
cf economic fa rm  units in Oregon, 
naye Dr. W. L. Powers, head of 
the soils departm ent a t  Oregon 
S ta te  college, in an introduction 
to the triannual repo rt of the Ore­
gon Reclamation congress cover­
ing the three annual conventions 
from 1938 to 1940, inclusive.

The p resen t irrigated  area  in 
O iegon has recently been estim at­
ed a t  1,500,000 acres. I t  appears 
probable th a t this can ultim ately 
te  increased by perhaps 500,000 
acres, says Dr. Powers. About 
152,000 acres«are within 70 devel­
oped drainage or dyking distric ts 
iik the sta te , and nearly a million 
acres a re* still susceptible of im- 
piovem ent by farm  tiling  or com­
m unity drains. ?

L atest census figures show th a t 
the increase in the number of- 
farm s in Oregon has been confin­
ed largely to the irrigated  areas. 
To date 1500 new fam ilies have 
settled on the Vale-Owyhee project 
land.

As to fu tu re  reclam ation devel­
opm ent, Dr. Powers points out the 
possibility of small feasible pro­
jects in Douglas and Josephine 
countie« and • the desirability  of 
re -txam in ing  the John Day project 
in the ligh t of recent power de­
velopm ents. E arly  completion of 
the Deschutes project is needed, 
he says, and there may be a com­
bined flood control and reclam ati xi 
approach to the Grande Ronde 
project.

The g rea tes t field for drainage 
end irrigation  rem aining in O re­
gon, however, is in the W illam ette 
valley, he says. While there are 
dose  to 750,000 acres of good ir­
rigable soil types in the valley, 
various lim itations make it impro- 
bable'-that more than  half a million 
acres will be irriag ted  in the next 
gi nenation.

“Sound reclam ation decreases 
the unit cost of production and in­
creases quality, of products, and it 
renders the least area sufficient for 
the support of a family and thus 
contributes tow ard . a  peaceful 
world,” said Dr. Powers.

*Pig Crop Reduced
The recent pig crop forecast of 

ie WflttJfed S ta tes departm ent of 
a^Kjculture, showing th a t farm ers 
have inten h*d to make a fu rther 
reduction in the pig crop of 1941 
compared with 1940 and 1939, 
confirms the hog outlook issued 
fiom  Oregon S ta te  college last 
fall.

It was pointed out in the college' 
sta tem ent on the m eat anim als 
outlook th a t the reduction in the 
meat supply during the 1940-11 
m arketing year would be due prin­
cipally to fewer hogs. Tile supply 
cf hogs for tiheyJ-939-40 season was 
the g reatest in five years, follow­
ing the largest pig crop on record 
in 1939.

The pig crop of 1930 was es ti­
mated at 80 million head. In 1940, 
the pig crop was reduced, to 77 
million head, ami a considerable 
reduction in 1941 was indicated by 
th r^U g- cTop report.
