He
preached that he was their only
hope of the German people and by
an excess of emotional language,
made them believe it. When he
hud the power he became a dicta-
tor.

The dictators elevate the’ state
abcve the people; in a dictatorship
tan people live for the state. The
nations fighting the dictators are,
in general, followers of the theory
that the individual is superior to
the state in that government is
made by and for the peaple.

It is not necessarily democracy,
aitbcugh that term is often usec
to express the idea. Certainly not
all the nations opposing Hitler
are democracies. Few of them are,

under the stréss of war. Their

ruiers rule by decree, but that pow-
er will lepse with the declaration
of peace. In a dictatorship that
power will never cease;

All this is fundamental. Yet,
our decicion as to whether we will
fight in this war or not, must be
bared on our belief in the theory
of the individual to be an individ-
ual and not a pawn of the govern-
ment. N

The people of this nation are ill
prepared to make such a decision.
To as large an extent as has been
pcesible they ‘have given their

riglits as individuals over to thenr

gcvernment, have asked that the
government take more of their
rights in exchange for a promised
sccurity. We have, in recent years,
cume¢ to lean on the golden prom-
isos of one man until we are weak-
ered.

Now, and partly because of this,
we are confronted with a momen-
tou.. decision: one that means life
or death to many and financial
difficulties for all. -
a decision because they do not
a decision ~becausethey do not
huve the information on which to
properly base a decision. Those
in authority withhold that informa-
tion, an act that in itself is an act
o dictatorship.

The American people are not
afraid to fight. They have been in
muny serious wars, They are not
atraid to face the problem of go-
inz to war. They are not afraid
to work for their ideals.

If there is danger that the
theory” of individual rights is in
danger of being crowded off the
earth we will go to defend it, any
where,any time. We want to know
ghout it.

Fine sounding words from our
leaders about defending democracy
iz not convincing. If we conclude
we are in danger let us have an
erd to strikes and lock outs that
block defense, let us have an erd
to profits, let us put aside laws
ths* were designed to reform long
established practices until we can
be normal again. Those who in-
sist on forcing new theories onto
th¢ people are doing as much to
black our war effort as any one
else.

Unless we are to follow the gov-
ernmental doctrine we are oppos-
ing the people must have complete
information, come to a decision
ard let nothing stand in the way
of its fulfillment,

Jwununues from page one)
counties the state tax eommission
started the work of appraising in-
dividual properties in 1929. So
far these appraisers have ‘‘sam-
pled” practically -every county in
the state. During 1939 and 1940
these appraisers covered approxi-
mately 25,000 properties ranging
from as few as 20 in some of the
smaller counties wp to as many
as 5000 in the larger counties.

Some opposition on the part of
county assessors was expecienced
by the commission in the early
years of this work but now the
ccoperation of the commission is
welcomed by the assessors with
more requests for the state ap-

praisers coming in than the com-
mission is able to meet with its
small’ force now numbering nine
full time appraisers.

The increased demand for skill-
2d workers in Industry is making
it easier to place parolees from the
stutec prison in good jobs, accord-
ing to Fred Finsley, state parole
director. Whereas previously place
ment of parolees was confined
largely to farm jobs now many
jobs are opening up for men with
experience Finsley said.

A sharp increase in traffic fatal-
ities during April all but wiped
out the gains previously recorded
this year in the traffic safety cam-
paizn. Deaths due to traffic ac-
