Traffic Fatalities
Decrease Slightly

Oregon's traffic death rate for
the first eleven months of 1942
was 8.3 persons killed per one
hundred million miles of travel,
exactly the same as for the first
ten months of the year, accord-
ing to figures compiled in the of-
fice of the state traffic safety
division.

The fact that the rate for the
eleven month period was the same
as for the ten month period indi-
cates that Oregon drivers and
pedestrians are driving and walk-
ing more safely, the division re-
p(ll'tf(‘d.

For the month of November a-
lone, the death rate was 7.7, com-
pared to 11.2 for the correspond-
ing month in 1941.

The death rabte indicates the
number of fatalities in the state
in proportion to the exposure ‘o
