LAM B SHOULD ER
F irs t m eal. A stuffed lam b shoul­

der is a thrifty roast. The bones 
m ay be used to season,-^vegetables 
or to m ake soup stock. A tasty  
stuffing is m ade for it by conjoin in ; 
whole kernel corn, cracker cru n ... . 
seasonings and minced green pe; - 
per. The roast is placed on a r rc  : 
in an open pan and about 40 m in­
ute® per pound allowed in a sTo* / 
oven.

Second m eal. F or the next r ig h t’s 
m ain dish, combine cubes of cold 
roast with left-over vegetables and 
enough gravy to hold together. 
P lace mounds of the m ixture on 
squares of pastry  and fold over to 
m ake a triangle. Pinch the edges 
together. Brown in a hot oven. 
These are  called Pasties.

Third m eal. The rem aining l?m b 
“b its” m ay be ground and nnxed 
with cooked oatm eal, on egg and 
seasonings to m ake _o?otch* P an­
cakes for supper or ic r break ast.

a m oderate oven for about three 
hours.

Second me®l. Broiled toastw irhes 
suggested for the second m eal, are  
prepared by slicing left-over brisket 
and making into sandwiches. The 
sandwiches are dippod in beaten 
egg and m ilk and broiled until 
brown.

TMrd m eal. The left-over m eat 
from  the brisket m ay be ground 
and combined with boiled rice and 
seasonings to m ake a stuffing for 
green peppers. These are  baked in 
a hot oven until done—about 45 
minutes.

BLADE END OF PORK LOIN
F irs t m eal. Blade end of the pork 

loin is excellent for a roast. The 
end cut is lower in price than the 
center cut. Roasting is easy when 
a few simple rules are  followed. The 
roast should not be covered and no 
w ater added. A low tem perature 
saves both m eat and fueL A bread 
dressing, shaped in balls and placed 
around the roast half an hour be­
fore it is done, will extend the serv­
ings. This roast requires 30 m in­
utes per pound.

Second meal. The cold slices of 
roast pork are delicious heated In 
barbecue sauce.

So home economics ex­
perts have come to the rescue with 
ell sorts o< ideas and recipes de­
signed to extend the m eat purchase 
as far as possible.
