Bojl sugar and water for five

minutes- Add orange rind and 
rook two minutes longer, strain 
Combine with fruit juices and 
syrup. Cool, place in tray and 
freeze ’ until firm. Remove from 
tray and beat, add salt and cream 
Fold in stiffly beaten egg whites 
Return to fray and finish freezing.
