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UNWARRANTED

The report of the costs of con-
ducting the four high schools pe:
pupil in this county which is prin
ted in another column this week

certainly indicates an unwarranted
use of public money.

When the cost of educating o
pupil in high wechool, together
with the cost of getting him or
her to school, reaches $1356 it is
time some different arrangements
were mgde. The sum is outrage
ous. It is approximately ten times
the state average.

It is no wonder that school men
in districts where education is
limited by lack of funds are be-
gining to obtain some of the wes-
ted funds in the higher cost dis-
tricts of which Sherntan county
has several. If this county can
devise mo more economical system
of giving high school education
to its youngsters there will cer-
tainly be some better system for-
ced upon us.

The record of the lowest cost
school, Moro-GV, showed a fighire
considerably above the state aver-
age. This lowest mark was. only
obtained by consolidation, more
of which seems to be indicated in
the .light of andited costs. Even
if this county does continue to
countenance wuch costs, the ro-
mainder of the state will seon
make it impossible to use public
money 8o lavishly while other dis-
tricts starve for funds to ocon-
duet schools.

WHEAT PROGRAM

According to preliminary state-
nients American farmers are go-
ing to be permitted to grow al-
most anything they want to next
year, and almost any quantity of
it. Of course, the goverment is
still setting the prices the pro-
ducts will be sold for, or the loans
made on, which gives it power to
pretty much decide the quantities
to be produced. \

At that, however, the new: pre{
gram does release the farmer
from many of the restrictions he
has been under in recent years.

It will be a year before the
effect of the new program in this
county en be told. Weé have some
15,000 acres of Crested Whea:
grass, some of which is good and
some of which is very poor. It is
distributed fairly equally over the
county.

There has always been doubt
about the wisdom of taking our
good productive land ouwt of wheat
and putting it in a grass crop.
Where it is on steep land, it may
be justified, otherwise the land
will produce more food or ,more
forage in wheat thag in grass.

As for the less productive lands
of the county there is no doubt but
much of it should be left in grass.
