Then the leaders of 
government and military forces 
at home have to come out with 
statements saying that a long hard 
war .is ahead and that tihs enemy 
ij still dangerous and not com­
pletely subdued and that all must 
go to work each day until victory 
is a reality.

It sometimes looks a? if
best propaganda for the enemy 
comes from our own leaders wh) 
get so thrilled with tbeir own ex­
ploits that they think the job is 
nearly done.

No one has been able to tell 
us bow near to collapse Germany 
is, but the best evidence is that 
she is doing alright yet. Hamburg 
and Berlin have been bombed as 
have many other cities, her arm­
ies have been crowded back from 
their fartihereat gaTns, her sub­
marines chased beck to their bas­
es, but Germany fights on. We 
gave unntinted praise to the Eng­
lish (and they deserve R) for re- 
ir.atTrrng obdurate und?r bombing. 
Now we claim to have sent many 
times the amount of bombs Ger­
many took to England. Who 
rihall say in the ' history books 
that the G’rmans are not entitl­
ed to similar praise?

If bombs have not shaken them, 
if Russians defeat« have not made 
their people discontent with 
thedr ruler, if the loss of Italy 
has not caused them to quit, cer- 
tix ih lya  conference of their ene­
mies is not going to do so Did 
we quake with fear when Musso­
lini and Hitler met in the Bren­
ner pass, or did we prepare to 
fight harder?

* -Z It seems apparent that Ger­
many is not going to be defeated 
until our armies march into Eu­
rope and wreste the soil of Ger­
many from her defenders. We 
are-doing ourselves no good when 
we believe—regardless of who 
engenders the thought—that there 
is an easy way to win or that 
victory is to be obtained by 
somfc sly stroke of diplomatic ho­
cus-pocus.

•No doubt the recent conferences 
were important, no doubt plans 
were made, no doubt • some of 
them will be found feasible. 
What we must not forget is that 
planning is not going to win the 
war, (We’ve gone a little crazy 
about plans anyway). Proper
plan«, amended as need arises, 

properly executed, wtill win.
The burden is going to fall on 

the men in the ranks who execute 
the plans. It is going to take 
them a long time, i t  appears. 
Perhaps the more ttme they art- 
given the more of them will 
come home.
