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School Costs Up 
Io State; Up In 
Sherman County

Taxpayer cost of public schools 
in Oregon for 1945-46 increased 
$4,716,164 over the 1944-45 school 
year, based on all sources of re­
venue that support comtncm 
schools.

In Sherman county, school dis­
tricts (taxed property $31,887 more 
for the current school year than 
they did for the 1944-45 school year.

Sherman county’s total increas­
ed taxpayer costs (for public 
schools, 1945-46 school year over 
1944-45 school year, were $41,140. 
Thia increase in total school costs 
includes the county’s  share cf  
$3,000,000 mon- of mcomie tax 

' revenue that was distributed to 
schools during 1945-46. For the 
two school years, 1944-46 and 
1946-47, a total of  $8,000,000 of 
state income tax revenue has 
l>een diverted to reduce prop-ft y 
taxes for local school district 
purposes.

Throughout Oregon, $1,52^,970 
more taxes levied on propeity for 
school (purposes in 1945-46 than 
in 1944-45. To obtain the total in­
creased cost of (public schools in 
Oregon for 1945-46 school year, 
the $3,000,000 additional income 
tax revenue diverted to reduce 
property taxes, must be added 
to the $1,521,970 increased pro­
perty tax; also the increase of 
$148,022 in the $10 per pupil tax 
levy made by each county.

For (Sherman county, in 1944- 
45 school districts levied a tax or 
property o f $66,034. For 1945-46
they leviel $97,921, on (increase of 
$31,887. In 1945-46 Sherman coun­
ty schools received $9,253 more
