Rural Accidents
Three Times Higher

Rural auto accidents kill three
times as many Oregonians as do
city accidents it has been announc-
ed by Secretary of State Robert S.
Farreil Jr.

Of the 480 traffic deaths in the
state during the past year, three
out of four occurred outside the
limits of any city or town. Since
by far the greatest bulk of auto
mileages builds up inside cities,
the risk over a given distance or
time is vastly greater on non-city
highways.

“The first month of this year
points to an even higher percent-
age of rural deaths in 1947 than in
1946," Farrell said.

By “rural” is meant anyplace
outside the confines of a town or

Argument has waxed heavy
over a proposal for an increased
gas tax or a tax on cars to be used
it wouldn’t help the general fund
this has not been accepted, and
for the benefit of counties, but
anyway, except that it might let
counties use some funds now used
for roads to be put into their wel-
fare costs.

The education bills are awaiting
action mostly over in the senate
as most of them have passed the
house. No debate has resulted
from their passage as opponents
have wanted them to go to the
senate where they will be an-
alysed with care. It is likely that
the distribution bill for the $15.-
750,000 fund will come out with
form and number of HB9, al-
though some material changes in
that original are\ expected. The
senate no has HB80 of the 1845
session and the membersg of the
committee seem anxious to
strengthen that bill instead of fol-
lowing the lead ¢f the house in
weakening it.

“This rate of 11.9 is above the
average for 1948 and above the
rate for January of last year,'" Far-
rell saild. “That is an ominous
sigh.”

The rate is figured as the num-
ber of traffic deaths per 100,000,
000 miles of auto travel. Special-
ists consider it a much more re-
liable index to the safety picture
than the simple number of fatali-
ties.

Farrell explained that the high
death rate figure means that, mile
for mile, travel has been more
hazardous this year than last.
Rural accidents are continuing to
account for most of the deaths.
