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IT MUST BE PROVEN

What may happen to Bonne-
ville is going to be a question
that will bother some citizens of
the northwest for some time, if
the decision of the appropriations
committee in the house is indi-
cative of the feeling of the entire
CONEress.

News reports have it that the
department of interior budget has
been cut about 60 percent, a large
part of which came off the appro-
priation for the Bonneville admin-
istration

project also suffered a big cut
The Deschutes project was not
hurt

It seems entirely possible that
there is more to the story than
the influence of eastern congress-
men who want to cut appropria-
tions to the western power SYS-
tems to prevent removal of popu-
lations to this area. There is pro-
bably some private power com-
pany influence but it has not
been so effective as the public
power company influence for
some.time. Also there seems to be
a general feeling that govern-
mental provision for irrigation
projects is not necessary as long
as we are paying to prevent a
surplug of some farm products.

A recent news story may ex
plain a part of the cut for Bonne-
ville. It tells of the trouble the
committee had in getting Informa-
tion from Raver, Mr Raver
should knaw that when he ap-
pears before a committee asking
for money he should be prepared
to tell how his last appropriation
was spent. Committees are some
what like hankers in that respect;
they want to know what became
of the last ten million. Perhaps
properly so.

It is inconceivable that congress
would handicap Bonneville so it
could . not operate. It might cur-
tal appropriations so that expan-
sion would be slower than the
administration desires. It might
restrict its development of power
and let other agencies do the
distributing of it. It certainly will
do nothing so drastic as to pre-
vent its operation.

It is not Iinconceivable that
congress should call a halt on
some of the reclamation projects
that were in the interior budget.
About two-thirds of the appropri-
ation for the Columbia basin pro-
ject in Washington was cut out.
This is probably the Grand Coulee
irrigation scheme that would irri-
gate thousands of acres of wind
blown wheat land. If that be true
congress is not so crazy.

The west, and its planned de-
velopment by government aid,
will surely be hurt whenever the
federal income taxeg are reduc-
ed. You can’'t make an omelet
without breaking eggs, and you
can’t reduce taxes without cut-
ting appropriations. Some west-
erners have come to belleve that
the only kind of progress worth
having is in vast irrigation projects
that will bring more people. Ac-
tually few of these projects have
been pald out, and the people
pho have settled on them have
not always been accepted by the
first settlers of the district.

Trying to make alfalfa and to-
matoes bloom where grease wood
has barely survived is quite an
undertaking and no one, govern-
ment included, has done a very
good job of it. The Mormons pro-
