Straw Is Problem
Asset To Farmers

Straw and what to do with
it— that's a question bothering
farmers throughout Oregon atl
this season of the states
Arthur S. King of Oregon State
college who has his own pat
answer to the problem

The soil conservation
ist says burning used to be the
generally accepted method of
getting rid of straw after a crop
has been harvested. But, since
straw and stubble contain miner
al plant food, most of which is
lost through burning, King. is

year

special

suggesting that farmers work
crop residues into the soil
Even more important than

the value of the minerals is the
fact that straw is a source of
organic material Decomposing
organic matter, he says, is ab-
solutely necessary to keep an
ample supply of the 15 mineral
elements for plant growth avall-
able at all times,

Continued use of crop residues
in the soil improves its physical
condition. Farmers throughout
the state, King says, report that
gsolls on which straw has been
returned farm easier, there are
fewer clods, and tillage costs are
reduced.

Use of straw and stubble may
result in temporarily reduced
yields on immediately following
crops. Bacteria which decompose
the straw utilize the available
nitrogen at the expense of the
growing crop. This handicap
may be overcome by the use of
nitrogen fertilizer.
