Here is a summary of the his­
tory of the Rufus grange. Thames 
to Mrs. Atlee Wilson, secretary,of 
the grange for furnishing the 
material.

On February 19, 1935, a small 
group of people met in one 
room of the present grange hall 
for the purpose of organizing a 
Grange. District Deputy Charles 
Wicklander called the meeting 
to order, and after a thorough 
explanation of grange work a 
charter list of 23 members was 
signed. Those on the charter roll 
were Mrs. Margarett Leff, Char­
les Wilson, Mr. and Mrs. S. A.

William Huck. Mary Brackett, 
Mr, and Mrs. Glen Thompson 
Mr. and Mrs. Ross N. Guilford, 
Pearl Addington (now Mrs. Jew­
el Herln) and Mr. and Mrs. Ar­
nold Brady. ,

At this meeting two officers 
were elected: Ross Guilford, mas­
ter and Miary Brackett, lacturer.
It was voted to hold next meet­
ing on March 5.... This second 
meeting was called to order by 
Arthur Futter of Harlandview 
grange. The following officers 
were elected and Installed. Will 
Huck overseer, Arnold Brady, 
steward; Hugh Mathleson, ass.**, 
tnat steward; Mrs. John Adding­
ton, chaplain; Mrs. Ross Guilford, 
trees ; John Addington, gatekeep­
er; Mrs. Arnold Brady, lady as 
sistant steward; Mts. Will Huck, 
Ceries; Mrs. Atlee Wlteoni Pom­
ona; Mrs. Glen Thompson, Flora; 
Mrs. H. H. Brackett, Charles 
Kuypers and Glen Thompson as 
executive committee. The county 

i- deputy, Luther Davis was tne 
installing officer.-,

With all officers elected and 
inftalled, there was now an or 
ganized grange in Rufus. March 
16 the grange voted to meet on 
the first and third Thursdaj 
of each month at 8:00 p. m, That 
is the day and hour the grange 
still meets. \
The grange continued to meet in 

the one small room rented from 
Mrs. Helen Deyo and what was 
formerly the old Rufus school 
house, until the present Rufus 
school was built In 1927. The 
grange was growing fast and was 
In need of more room. In May, 
1936 the grange was able to get 
all the main hall for the meet­
ings, and continued to prosper 
and grow. Then when they again 
felt crowded for room, they pur­
chased from Mrs. Deyo on Dec. 
21, 1939 the entire hall and 
grounds which they now ov/n.

The grange members have 
improved* the , hall immensely 
since buying It. However, there
