other points. The date change in
filing the income tax report was
mentioned last week. Some confu
sion exists in farmers minds as to
this change. The new change on
filing on February 15, and paying
completed reports does not start
until 1956

Tax Changes Made

The changes in the income tax
regulations allowing farmers to
compute depreciation on a differ
ent basis. These new methods al
low for deducting a larger amount
of depreciation in the earlier vears
of the life of the asset. For depre
ciable property acquired or con
structed before December 31, 1953,
farmers should continue to use
the same methods as he is now
using. The most common method
for figuring depreciation is the
straight line method. On new pro
perty acquired after December 31,
1953, the new code allows farm
ers to use more liberal methods of
figuring depreciation. Any of the
following may be applied, the
straight line method, as mention-
ed; the diminishing balance, using
a rate not to exceed twice the
straight line rate; the sum-of-the-
digits method (also called decreas-
ing fractions); and any other con-
sistant method, subject to certain
restrictions based on the dec lining
method. The last three methods
may not be used if the useful life
of the property is less than three
years, or the property required is
used

The date on this depreciation
change indicates that farmers who
have purchased new equipment,
or constructed new buildings for
the 1954 taxable vear. A detailed

discussion of the four methods of
figuring depreciation is available

upon request.
Excess Means No ACP. Payment

Sherman county farmers are re
minded that for 1955, any farmer
who harvests wheat in excess of
his wheat allotment or harvests
whgat without allotment will not
be eligible for ACP payment. That
is if you exceed your wheat acre-
age allotment during 1955, you
will not only be subject to a penal
ty due to the marketing quotas,
but you can not secure assistance
on constructing dams, seeding of
waterways, and the various items
available through the agricultural
conservasion program, administer-
ed by the agricultural stabilization
and conservation committee
