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O! YE OF LITTLE FAITH

We have always had in these
United States a considerable
group of men whose suspicion of
their fellows has gotten out of
bounds. They have developed pol-
itical leaders with the same attri-
butes and these are often called
radicals, a correct appelation, and
sometimes (as now) they style
themselves liberals—oh, compoun-
ded error.

Whatever called the characteris-
tic most governing in these men
and these leaders has been dis-
trust and suspicion. Let a neigh-
bor drive a new car and he must
be living beyond his means; let a
woman appear in a mink coat and
“My! My! you remember that dark
man from the city”; let a banker
bulld a new house and he must be
putting one over on the directors

In politics it results in restric-
tions on" successful enterprises,
not so often because of method
used but because of the fact of
success itself. The group in ques-
tion has no faith in the integrity
of human nature; men are evil
and inspired by the devil,

The presently popular medi-
cine to combat this imagined in-
born iniquity by these of little
faith Is government and still more
government, It is a medicine with-
out cure because government is
of men. It is not of Divine origin.

We have been told to be suspi-
clous of companles that use public
wealth as a source for something
useful to mankind. They may
make a flyntu-i-eli profit from them.
The radicals make a political pro
fit from them. Taxes pald are
greater than the profits the gov-
ernment can make,

Many of the bills written for
legislatures and congress portray
the suspicions of the writers. So
many assume the basic dishones-
ty and immorality of mankind. All
kinds of laws are written to exor-
cize the devil within him. Be
cause of this we have a great
multiplicity of laws, a surplus of
them, few ever read, fewer enfor-
ced. And despite [t all we are the
most lawless nation on earth.

Suspicion manufactures its own
arguments and entirely outside
the rules of evidence. It doesn't
require reason to be suspicious,
but, rather, the lack of it. Govern
ment under such auspices weak-
ens the morals of mankind where-
as, If it Ils to be eventually suc-
cessful, It must strengthen them.

In restricting man from being
“bad” we have taken from him
the will to be “good”. Morality,
good conduct, cannot be merely

negative. There must be room for
encouragement toward develop-
ment of a better soclety not the
mere shouting of “You can't do
that”, “You can't do that” by the
government which is more of an
incentive to sin that a deterrent
thereto. Did you ever see a shout
ing parent who was successful?

FORMOSA

The question most often asked
about public affairs these days Is
“Are we going to war over For
mosa?"

The president is certainly to be
praised for taking the matter to
congress and through It inform
ing the public about the situation
more in keeping with the con
stitution than plunging into wal
as was done in the Korean mess,

There I8 no doubt that the at
tacks on islands between Formosa
and the mainland of China cause
a serjous situation about which
no one can properly judge with
out knowledge of the agreements
that have been made heretofore
by this government and others

If we are definitely pledged to
support and defend Chlang Kal
shek we will have to do it and
that may lead to war unless the
Chinese communists are bluffing,
which they may be. We cannot af
ford to be pushed around and
eventually off from Formosa, Ok
inawa, Japan and the Philippines
until we are fighting on our own
coast. This nation does owe Chi
ang Kal-shek something for double
crossing him so completely.

Since we have armed the Chin-
ese nationalists it is entirely pos
sible that they can defend them-
selves with no more than some
advice from us. And it is also pos
sible that the communists do not
want war anymore than we do

But In case there is a war we do
hope that we fight it with what
ever weapons we have and do not
engage in another war with our
hands tied behind our back.
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SPRING?

The weather—at this moment—
is very beautiful, the sun is shin-

ing, the days, even the nights
are warm, the grass Is getting
green on the south slopes. That

may be an indication of spring or
merely of a forgetfulness of the
weather man,

But there is another indication
of spring, certainly not a positive
one, but one that certainly brings
thoughts of spring to mind. That
is the receipt of the beautifully
colored seed catalogues. There is
nothing that raises the hopes of
mankind more than a picture of a
bright red tomato, a long orange
carrot or an ear of golden corn
Every gardener is sure that this
year his product will resemble
the picture and he looks yearn

ingly out his window at the snow
or frozem ground and wishes It
were spring.

Well, it can't be long. Here it is

only a few days before the annual
advent of the ground-hog who
tells us to hurry or to be patient

Whatever we do, like it or not,
it will not be long delayed, Soon
the fragrant smoke will curl up

from dozens of dry grass and leaf
fires in the evenings as the house-
holder finds he cannot stay In-
doors with his winter pipe and
newspaper,

The trees along the creek will
put out leaves, the hens will sing
and gossip in the manger, a tenta

tive sowing of radishes will be
made and suddenly it will be
spring. Winter will be forgotten

either because it was bad and we
want to forget it or because It
was good and didn't bother our
