Did y o u  know  that thk* Sher­
man county fair Ls as clone an any 
to being the fiftieth  county fair.

You see back in 1906 a group of 
men met at the court house to 
see about putting on a fair. J. O. 
Elrod and Walter Moore were ac­
tive in the movement and they 
decided to have a fair. It was held 
down In the flat on the baseball 
grounds, now In a city park and 
football field.

Anyway some group like the 
granges that makes a display or 
some individual who enters the 
farm display contest might want 
to take advantage of the oppor­
tunity to hark back to the good 
old days of horse and buggy. 
Red Fife wheat, wooden harrows, 
kerosene lights, sacked wheat 
might work on the idea.

T his 1956 fair is going to have 
m usic, loto of It anil w e’ll bet R 
I«* listened to.

Mont of the exhibit« w ere horses 
w ith Home cattle anil there w asn’t 
much for the wom en in this first 
fair. If they raised chickens they  
couhl exh ib it them , hut not much 
of anyth ing else.

Although the idea seemed a 
good one it didn’t continue for 
some reason. It did distribute 
$900 to exhibitors. But the county 
went back to supporting the tri­
county fair which was held at I he 
Dalles and drew a good crowd. 
The next year a fair board was 
organized but no fair was he < 
and it was not until 1908 that the 
county became Interested enough 
to buy a site and prepare a track 
and start what was called the fitst 
county fair.

It wasn’t the first county fair, 
but it was the first of the duly 
and legally organized county 
fairs. Before any of them, an ex­
hibition of horses had been held 
at Wasco.

If anyone wants to celebrate 
the fiftieth anniversary of the 
county fair this year he or she is 
perfectly In his rights to do so. 
In fact, several counties are do­
ing that very thing. Maybe It is 
too late because It would require 
some planning to dig up and dis­
play the trappings of fifty years 
ago?

The school band is going to 
play in front of the grandstand, 
that is across the track from the 
grandstand near the calf chutes 
so the calves can enjoy the lively 
music and make better time. 
Those In the grandstand can see 
and hear It. The kids made good 
music last spring and will get in 
practice again for the fair. That 
Is always an attraction.

Then at night Ken Kott of Port­
land will play for the dances of 
which there will be two instead

of one. Twice as much dancing. 
The first dance will lx? at Grass 
Valley Friday night and the next 
one at Wasco Saturday night. Ken 
Knott has been here before and 
this time he is bringing Del 
Stenson as a vocalist (modern 
name for singer) to delight the 
ladies. Heretofore dance bands 
have brought girls to delight the 
boys. This time it is the ladies 
turn. Ken Knott Is the one with 
the moustache and Stenson is the 
one with the hair.
