The wheels of government are 
sometimes slow to start motion. 
It Is hoped that by the time this 
column reaches print the wheels of 
the Oregon Legislature will have 
begun to turn in earnest. With 
32 new members in the House of 
Representatives the committees 
are shouldering their heavy work 
load with caution. The Senate 
stalemate has a depressing effect 
on the whole body. As a spectator 
to some of the Senate s struggles 
to get itself organized my mind 
went back to Alice in Wonder­
land. I finally appreciate the dif­
ficulty Alice had trying to under­
stand the rules of the caucus race 
in the right rabbit hole.

This column, however, is not 
going to attempt to concern itself 
with political maneuverings. I 
will try to bring you items about 
the people who make up the 49th 
legislative assembly, interesting 
sidelights and maybe a little soci­
al news.

It is the usual practice for many 
wives to work as their husband’s 
secretaries.
