May Be Use For 
Surplus Foods

Prospects th a t O regon’s bulg­
ing supplies may be converted 
into m ore su itab le feed for sw ine 
are reported  by the Oregon S tate  
college ag ricu ltu ra l experim ent 
station.

Special trea tm en t to break 
down hard-to-digest barley  fiber 
looks prom ising as OSC sc ien tists 
seek w ays to parley  local feeds 
into m eat supplies for expanding  
W est Coast m arkets.

Oregon ships in  aliout 70 per 
cen t of its pork needs, and hog 
prices in Oregon are  usually  
am ong the highest in the nation.

P re lim inary  findings by  OSC 
researchers indicate? th a t a com ­
bination of malt-enzym e tre a t­
ment ami indicting tnay overcome 
main shortcom ings of barley for 
hog feed.

Barley soaked in w ater, then 
trea ted  w ith sm all am ounts of 
m alt, boosted hog gains 1-10 lbs. 
dally  over hogs fed s tra ig h t 
ground barley, repo rt J. E. Ol«l- 
fieM, OSC anim al nu trition ist, 
and L. M. Larsen, research  as­
sistant. “Soaking,” alone, gave no 
benefits as it had in ea rlie r poul­
try  n u trition  trials.

Malt provides additional enzy­
mes in th? hog’s stom ach to help 
d igest fiber. M alting added only 
si.5o  a ton of feed costs in the  
OSC study w here malt comprised 
2.5 per cent of the to tal feed 
weight.

Next s te p  is to test a com bina­
tion of m alting  and pelleting  b a r­
ley to learn if the steam  tre a t­
m ent in pelleting  will replace 
soaking for b reaking dow n barley  
fiber. Soaking barley com m ercial­
ly would lit* costly, requ iring  
large vats and d ry ing  equipm ent.

Pelleting barley, even w ithou t 
the m alt trea tm en t increased 
gains more than  1 11) pound daily. 
Tlu» com bination trea tm en t will 

also be w atched closely hv Oregon 
barley grow ers who last year h a r ­
vested 20 million bushels com ­
pared to a 10-year sta te  average 
of 13 m illion bushels.
