1 hen It began to be organized 
and organization means the death 
knell ot everything. When any­
thing, good or bail, lxx/oinea tlior- 
oughly organized it is time to 
change. Rodeo actors are so well 
organized that some of them can 
make $30,900 a season and i»r- 
form no more than thirty seconds 
a week ami anyone will admit 
that that Is darn good organiza­
tion. Duly a tew do so well hat 
the usual price for rodeo exhibi­
tions Is between $500 and $1000 
per minute. The cost of tlx* local 
rodeo last week was $600 per 
minute.

One of the faults of organization 
is the resistance to change. Rodeo 
lias changed hut little In twenty 
years ami now It is »o stereotypetl 
it would hardly (x? rceognlzeabl»’ 
witliout the usual five events, 
the same galloping, esen the same 
rotation and almost identical 
words from the announcers.

The big successful rtxkxis base 
reciignized this for some time 
and have a. ded feature« to gain 
interest of more people. The Pen­
dleton Round Up has the Indians 
and a fine parade. Cheyenne and 
Calgary make complete shows for 
their spectators.

Another fault of rodeo Is that 
t lv  scoring system is not under- 
stood and is complicated at best. 
Judging Is largely a matter of opin­
ion although the cowboys’ associ­
ation has written rules for every 
thing In this county there has 
always been too much wasted 
time in a rodeo program, one of 
the worst examples Ixdng leng­
thy and uninteresting "Grand En­
tries” with dozens of unnecessary 
and feeble attempts at pageantry.

Lawn weeds are of two general 
types—.broadleaved and grasses.

Most grasses, because of their 
growth habits, are more difficult 
to control than broadleave plants. 
Common grasses in lawns are an­
nual bluegrass, velvetgrass and 
crabgrass.

Annual grasses, such as annual
bluegrass and crabgrass, can be 
controlled by preventing forma­
tion of seed. Sj»ecial crabgrass 
sprays are on the market, but be 
careful to follow instructions on 
the container.

Perennial grasses cannot be con­
trolled in lawns by selective 
spraying. They m ust be spot 
»-prayed or dug out.

Broadleaved weeds are com­
monly controlled with 2,4-D and 
m ixtures of 2.4-5-T. Most of these 
weeds are smx-essfully controlled 
by propertly timed sprays of these 
chem icals.

Chickweed and speedwell are 
hard to kill with 2 .1-D. but can be 
suppressed by repeated spray-

stored grains is sanitation and 
good house cleaning.

Now, before harvest, is the time 
to do that thorough job of house 
cleaning. Start by sweeping ceil­
ings, walls and floors. Then re­
move all of the dust and old grtiin 
from the bin. Complete the house 
cleaning job by removing all of 
the dust, old grain, etc., from 
around the outside of the storage 
bins. Next cheek over the entire 
structure and eliminate all pos­
sible leaks and cracks that would 
allow rain or m oisture to enter 
the storage area. Also eliminate 
any possible entrance of either 
mice or birds.

Then treat the interior walls 
and floor with malathion spray
