CORONER WRANGLE

The legislature should have con­
tained more lawyers or ix*tter 
ones so I, would not have perjie- 
trated the gross error <m the coro­
ner hill that it did.

Other counties, 21 of 
them, will have to elect a coroner 
in order to have someone to in­
vestigate deaths lietween Novem- 
ber 8 ami December 31 and no

of office during a term for which 
he is duly elected.
