Peach Carl
Home garden peach leaf curl 

control is due. Sherman Coun- 
tians having trouble with rolling 
and crinkled leaves should mage 
a control fungicide application. 
F irst application should be ap­
plied now and the second a 
month later.

Lime sulfur, Puratized Agri­
cultural Spray and TAG are the 
fungicides suggested for home 
garden use— all are liquid fungi­
cides and are easier to handle 
than the preparation of Bordeaux 
mixture. To prepare 3 gallons of 
spray add 3 tahlesjxions of Pura­
tized Agricultural Spray or 1 Vi 
tablespoons of TAG or 5 table­
spoons of lime sulfur, to 3 gallons 
of water.
