Umatilla Swine Feeding

The first experimental results
have been received relative to
work at the Umatilla branch ex-
perimental station near Hermis-
ton. The experiment was designed
to determine the effects of differ-
falfa in bal-
anced rations on the performance
levels and economie returns from
market economic re-
turns

Barley was compared to milo
and corn at the '0, 20 and 30 per
cent alfalfa ration.

The general results showed the
following: (1) Corn and milo ra-
tions produced essentially equal
growth rates; (2) Barley produced
slightly lower average daily gains
than corn or milo; (3) Barley pro-
duced leaner carcasees than milo
the difference was small
bhetween barley and milo but of
magnitude between
other two grains;

Study of Farmer Committee

Secretary of Agriculture, Free-
man, recently announced appoint-
ment of an eight man committee
ot farm and public administration
experts to study and evaluate the
farmer committee system  which
aaministers farm program at the
state and local l:vels under the
Agriculture Stabilization and Con-
servation service.

Six of the appointees are mem
bers of the National Agricultural
Advisory commission and two are
political scientists.

The Secretary indicates he has
appointed the committee to eval-
uvate the effectiveness of farm pro-
gram administration by the farm-
er committee system. The group
appointed has developed a ques-
tionnaire to aid their work. The
questionnaire will be mailed di-
rectly to the homes of ceriain
county committee chairmer se.ec
ted by an impartial process

1962 Wheat Price

A total of $811.300 was loaned
during the past fiscal year to
farmers served by the local office
0f the Farmers Home Administra
tion at Madras, Oregon, according

to Elden A. Toll, county supervi

sor, for Gilliam, Jefferson, Sher-
man, Wasco and Wheeler coun
ties.

The loans were made to 59 local
farm families aftér they were de-
clared eligible 10 receive credit
by the county committee One
hundred ' twentv seven applica-
tions were reviewed by the eom-
mittees

Operating loans
16 percent of the
loaned.

The remaining 54 percent was
used for real estate loans. Farm
families were assisted in the pur-
chase and enlargement of their
farms. Various types of farm de-
velopment were accomplished, in-
cluding land leveling, fencing,
land reclamation and two domes-
tic water systems. Portions of dif-
ficult to irrigate farms were
brought under sprinkler irriga-
tion.
