SOME COMPA BISONS

OFFICIAL REPORTS SHOW THE 
DIFFERENCE IN THE TIMES.

f f h o  W e re  G la d  to  G et 
F ro m  St. M ic h a e ls .

Port Townsend, Wash., O ct 11.__
The s< hooner Sailor Boy, Captain Pet­
erson, arrive«! at 1 o ’clock this after­
noon, direct form St. Michaels, having 
left there .September 10. Thk Sailor 
Boy brought nine passengers from St. 
Michaels, who came to sjiend the w in­
ter rather than endure the liardhsips 
incident to semi-camp life at St. 
Michaels until the river opens in the 
spring. The returning passengers had 
gone north on the steamers Eliza An- 
derson and Merwin. Their names are: 
J. Q Barnum, of Murray, Idaho; Dr. 
Proot, of Michigan; Dr. Front, of New 
York; Kaufman, of Chicago; Ander­
son, of Chicago;; Kappapal, of Sioux 
City, la.; Robinson, of San Francia«-o, 
and W. If. Churchill, of New York 
city. All the returning passengers 
agr«?e that St. Michaels will never be 
|>opu!ar as a place of refitdence.

Captain Peterson says the Yukon 
rivet was still open to navigation when 
he left, but water was so low that boats 
:»f over 15 inches draught could not 
crpea many hart which showed at irreg­
ular intervals in the river’a course, and 
a» a result all efforts to go up the river 
this fall will be fruitless. Captain 
Peterson does not think either Captain 
Frank Worth’s or Mayor Wood's boats 
w ill be able to go to Dawson City he- 
fore next June, notwitstanding the fact 
that both were all rea*ly to make the 
attempt when the Sailor Boy left.

The Sailor Boy did not sight or hear 
anything of the schooner Bryant, which 
broke loose from the tug Holyoke off 
Kadiak island in a severe storm, Sep- 
temlier 20.

There had been no news direct from 
Dawson City received at S l . Michaels 
for four weeks previous to leaving, and 
no news <*an possibly be brought by 
river before next summer, as ice was 
already forming in the salt water at 
the mouth of the river, and the fresh 
water mast certainly have been frozen 
to a considerable thickness at that time.

"In a month form now,” said be, “ I 
do not believe there will be 100 persons 
at St. Michaels, as nearly everytxidy is 
preparing to come back. A great many 
will oom« down on the Portland. But 
a majority left ere this on the schooner 
Novelty, which was discharging cargo 
at St. Michaels when we le ft The 
captain of the Novelty will bring down 
all those having sufficient monev to pay 
their board on the trip, no fare being 
charged. This is done simply as an act 
of charity and in the interests of hu­
manity. Many persons have not money 
sufficient to even pay for their board on 
the S4-h«x>ner. and unit*»« they raw ge ll 
their outfit for cash, will be forced to 
remain at St. Michaels during tha 
w inter.

Mayor Wood, of Seattle, manager of 
the Humboldt expedition, and D. K. 
Howard, who had charge of the F 1 i»» 
Anderson party, are practically prison­
ers in the han is of their irate passen­
gers. Only the presence of the United 
States troope under Li«utenant-Colonel 
Randall is expeettrd to avert serious 
trouble.

The feeling against both Wood and 
Howard is said to be bitter in the ex­
treme, and the miners have appointed 
Jummittees to guard both, an-1 see io it 
that they do not get out of their reach. 
Thomas K. Clark, of Seattle, who was 
a passenger on the Sailor Boy. said:

“ There is no «.hanee for the Wood 
party to get any considerable distance 
up the river, although they had every­
thing ready to make the start Septem­
ber 10. the day we left. The m«*n rre 
«li«go»t<xl and disheartened. They aie 
quite likely to «Io something desperate 
t«efore spring. Without exception, th«y 
seem to blame Wood for all their mis­
fortunes, and it would not be surprisirg 
if he were made the victim of thei.- 
wrath. I would not be surprised to 
hear of the death of Howard at the 
hands of die miner«. The feeling 
against him is growing more bitter 
every day. The ;>asaengers of the Elixa 
Amleraon paid their fares and freight to 
Dawson, but the Anderson was aban­
doned at Dutch harbor, and die passen­
gers were landed at St. Michaels by the 
schooner Banin off. with no prospect of 
getting futher this winter. Then How­
ard announced that the expedition was 
a failure, and that he would not feed 
them till they reached Dawson, as his 
contract deman.led. His declaration 
cause«l great dissatisfaction, aud he will 
t>e fortunate if he gets out of there 
alive.*”

A w a y

Portland, Oct. 12.—The East Si.le
Railway C4iinpatiy’s car, Ona, bound 
for Portland, was held up at Mekirnm 
station, four miles this side of Oregon 
I ity, at 6:45 last evening, by two high­
waymen, and from the 35 passengers 
on board >»7 was taken. Both the 
rohliers were armed with revolvers, 
each had hi» face hlack«»ned, and each 
acted w ith ¡lerfect calmness during the 
robbery. Not a single shot wa« fired 
by either the robliers or passengers. 
An absurd civility  prevails«!, and when 
the work had been finished the high­
waymen hade their victim« a courteous 
adieu and said they w«»uld call again 
when broke. They then hacked a short 
distance into the brush and secrete«! 
themse.ves until the car moved or.

The work of the two men is well in 
line with the attempt «in the O. It. «k 
N. paseenger only a short tune ago. 
but the result was more satisfactory to 
the robbers. Who ttoev are is uuko< 
to the authorities, although some 
sons on the car assert«*«! that they rec- 
«jgniaed the voice of one of them. The 
pursuit was eommenoad as wsm as the 
car tou lj rea, h this city aud the poli«*e 
could lie return«*d to tiie scene, but so 
far n«> trace of them can lie found.

The Oua left Or«*gon City at 6:20 
There were about 35 passengers aboard, 
the seats nearly all taring full. At 
Meldrum station there is a »wit, h, 
which necessitates a slowing down for 
a distance. The track at tin« jmint is 
in a very light cat, and «in l«oth sides 
there is a «-onsideralde grow th of low 
underbrusii and ferns. \\ ben the t na 
was passing this place the uxotorman 
h«ard something running through the 
brush an,1 ferns, which he suppose] 
was cattle fi«-eing from the car. A 
moment later, however, he realized 
that the Somethings were «vnntug to­
ward the car. and that their «peed was 
mit due to fright.

A medium-siied m m  stepped on th«- 
front step while the .-ar was still go­
ing slowly, and. approaching the mo- 
torman. peremptorily comuiande«l him 
to stop the car. The motoriuan did 
not grasp the situation at first, hut 
thought a joke was ta*ing («erpetrated. 
The highwayman soon disabus'd hia 
mind by poking a revolver into his 
face as an additional emphasis, which 
in lu,*«M the motoriuan to act promptly. 
The robber asked hint if be ha*I any 
money, and. being answered in the 
negative. |.atted his pickets to ascer­
tain if the answer was true. | | e  t h  n 
ordered the motoriuan inside the car, 
and start«*,! in to “ go through'* the 
passengers.

Alamt the sam«* time the man 
juuqs-d on at the front, a second rob­
ber climbed onto tt>e rear platform 
He indicatcl his pnr|aMe by poiuting a 
revolver down the aisle of tire <-ar to 
intimidate the |<ass«*ngeriL Just as the 
car was coming to a bait the 4onductor 
managed to pass down the aisle to the 
center of the car, and. reaching the 
button overhead, turned off the tights. 
He then stood near that place during 
tbr prxx'eeding« following.

The man in front found the work of 
taking the surplus cash jo - m  «»»«| by 
the paiwengers iuq«*d«*.i by the lack of 
light. He ha i taken the money from 
three passengers, when he derided to 
have the lights turned on again. He 
ordered the conductor to ,lo this, using 
an oath each time. “ Twrn on the 
lights or I’ll blow your brains ou t.” 
was re|>eate«i once or twice, to which 
the conductor replied that som eone 
outside had pullcl the trolley off. At 
last the robber at the front end called 
out two or three times for the car to go 
ah«*ad so that he could have the lieuettt 
of the moonlighL Following his or* 
der. the car moved on until it turned 
so that the light shone in fairly well, i 
when he said that was enough, when it 
stopped again. How tlie car was 
moved is not clear, as the motor man 
says he was taken inside and kept 
there, and neither of the two robbers 
in sight went to the front platform.

The roblter from the front continnsd 
his work when the car came to a halt.

He went down the aisle commanding 
the jiassengers to stand, and taking 
from them the money offered, and in 
some cast's feeling of their pocket* to 
see if they had given all. He passed 
alleged witticisms with several, and 
kept up a talk the whole time he was 
In the car.

After the robtier from the front had 
gone through the car, the one standing 
guHnl at the rear asked impatiently if 
he was through. Being tol,l that all 
was finished, he again aske«l how nnuli 
had been gotten. No. 1 said, “ Oh, >15 
or >10.” and the two tlien backed out 
of the rear door. They kept their pis­
tols point«*«! at the car after reaching 
the ground until they had ba«*ke«i alamt 
10 feet, when they sqnatted in the 
brush until the car had gone on.

Washington, D. C.—The cl«jse of the

first sixty days of die operations of the 
new tariff law and the business im ­
provement* which are visible in every 
direction during that time have sug­
gested a com|«arison of the conditions 
during the two months in question 
with those of the Corresponding date in 
the first year of the C levelan«! Im in- 
ietration, during which time the free 
trade congress, elected widi President 
Cleveland, was just beginning its at­
tack upon the protective system which 
the Dingley law sixty days ago re-es­
tablished.

The two periods from July 24 to Sep­
tember 24 in the year« 1803 and 1887, 
respectively, present a marked contrast 
as to busintrse conditions and it is a- 
sible to obtain from government rerorda 
some data bearing opon this subject 
and now «-specially interesting.

The following data gathered from 
official reports presents a picture of the 
sixty-day period of the year 1893 with 
which the two months just ended cor­
respond both as to the portion of the 
year and the period of the presidential 
administration and also proximity to 
tariff legislation:

Week ending July 24, 1893— Failure 
of Boieman, M ont, National Bank; 
four Denver banks ckjsed their doors; 
bank suspensions in other western 
cities; two bank failures in Milwaukee 
and runs on numerous other backs; 
Commercial Bank of Denver fails, capi­
tal >250,000; bank failures at Vernon, 
Texas, and Knoxville, Tenn., capital 
>200,000; failure of Tacoma, Wash , 
National Bank, capital >200.000; also 
failures of banks at Great Falls.

Week ending August 1.1893— Nation­
al bank at Manchester, N. H., and In­
dianapolis, Ind.. fail, cpaitai >500,000;

OiK«; ten 
banks suspend in one dav (July 17), 
capital >2.000.030; bank failures in 
South Dakota, Montana, Illinois. Kan­
sas. Texas, Washington. New Hamp­
shire, and correspondingly large num­
ber of ba«in«n>s suspensions.

Week ending August 8, 1893__Col-
lapse of Chii'ago Provisi«ju Deal and 
many failures of commission hoo«e»; 
failure of National bank of El Paso* 
Texas; failure of National bank of san 
Antonio, Texas; failure of National 
bank of Mancie, Ind; fifty-third oon- 
grews meets in special session to begin 
its destruction of the McKinley law.

W«»ek ending August 28, 1893— En­
counter between the anarchists and 
socialists axerted by New York police;

Can­
ton A Southern and Evansville A Terre 
Haute railroad* The mileage of roads 
placed in the hands of receivers during 
the year 1893 was 25.375, nearly one- 
n* ven th of all the linos in the United 
States and their indebtedness >1,312,- 
217,033.00.

“ We understand that the govern­
ment will express its confidence that 
the new policy to be pursued with re­
gard to Cuba will produce a change in 
the attitude of the Unite«! States.”

,«urt. Sanguilly and Raoul Arango. 
The fight began at V o ’cka k in the 
morning and continued ail day. The 
official rej»rt published here states that 
Molina attacked the rebel position and 
drove the rebels uot with great loss. 
The report says that General Molina 
had his horse shot under him.

The Herald’s cwrespoodent at Mat- 
anxas has obtained au a.vount of the 
figfit from a >j*anish offirer who was 
present. From this it appears that the 
rebel infantry were strongly intrenched 
in an almost inacceosible position in 
the hills, and all efforts to dislodge 
them were futile, resulting only in 
heavy l«ieses for the attacking force. 
The insurgents had only a few men 
killed, and jeered at and taunted the 
Spanish «luring the whoie engagem«-nt. 
General Molina narrowly escaped 
death. Enrage«! at his failure, he re­
turned to the attack the next «lay. but 
with no better eucce»«. A large num­
ber of Spanish soldiers were brought 
into Matansas.

plain to the American government and 
public, but we wish you to reaffirm it .”
