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ROOSEVELT IN CHICAGO.

Theodore Roosevelt, governor of New i 
\  ««rk spoke before tbe Ham ilton Club  
in Chicago Monday night, bin subject 
being “ file  Strenuous L ife ,”  as fo l-j 
low s •

“ In speaking to you, men of the I 
greatest c ity  « I tbe west, men of the 
state which gave to the country Lin- 
coin aud Grant, men who pre-em inent­
ly aud d istinctly  embody all that is 
most American in the American char­
acter. 1 wish to preach, not the doc­
trine of ignoble ease, hut the doctrine 
of the strenuous life ;  the life  of to il 
and effort; of labor aud s trife ; to 
preach that highest form of success 
which comes not to the man who de­
sires more easy peace, but to the man 
who does not shrink from danger, from 
hardships or from hitter to il, and who 
out of these wins the splendid u lt i ­
mate trium ph.

“ We of this generation do not have 
to face a ta-k such as that our fathers 
faced, hat we have our tasks, and wee 
to us if we fa il to pertorm them ! We 
cannot, if we would, play the part of 
China, and he content to rot by inches 
in ignoble ease w ith in  our borders, 
taking no interest in what goes on be­
yond them : sunk in a scrambling com­
mercialism heedless of tbe higher life , 
the life  of aspiration, of toil and risk; 
husyirg ourselves only w ith t ie  wants 
of our bodies tor the lav ; u n til, sud­
denly, what China has already found, 
that m this world the nation that has 
trained itself to a career ot ucwaHike  
and isolated ea«e, is bound in the end 
t«> go down before other nations which 
have not lest the manly aud adven- 
turoii- qualities. If  we are to be a 
really great peoide, we must strive in 
good faith to play a great part in the 
world. From the standpoint of in te r­
national honor, the argument is even 
stronger. The guns that thundered oft 
M an.la and Santiago left us echoes of 
glorv, hut they al«o left us a legaty of 
duty. If we drove out a mediaeval 
tyrai ny only to make room for savage 
a: archv, w«* bail better m t have begun 
the task at a ll. It  is worse than idle 
to tay that we have r.o duty to perform 
amt «.an leave to their fates the islands 
we have conqiirred. Such a course 
would he the course of infam y. It  
would be followed at
chaos in the wretched 
selves.

TESTING SEED WHEAT.

The seeds of field crops may he tested 
w ith comparatively lit t le  labor and 
practically no expense, writes Prof. W. 
M. Hays agriculturist of the Minnesota 
Experim ent station. Since the entire  
crop depends upon the seed, it is a l­
ways wise to plant seed of good 
v ita lity . I f  tile seed is injured in some 
way it is often wise to add a litt le  to 
the Quantity that there uiav lie a fu ll 
stand of the crop. In some sections of 
the Northwest the seed wheat anil 
other grains were seriously injured the 
past season by heavy fa llra in s , neces­
sitating the grain standing in the shock 
until more or 'ess ol it was injured. 
These fall rains also made it d ifficult 
to cure seed g tum .

•  •  •
The ordinary kitchen teet is a prac­

tica» way of testiug seed a. Much de­
pends upon the method of doing this 
testing as to the accuracy and value ol 
the inform ation thus s«*cuied. By test-, 
ing tte-ds at a rattier high temperature, 
such an is fourni near the kitchen 
stove, a great many seeds would ger­
minate which would fail if the tem ­
perature were too low, as is sometimes 
the case in tbe field. For instance, 
see«l corn ofteu shows a higher percen­
tage of germination in the. kitcheu 
than iu the field, if  the temperature 
is kept i p to rid degrees in the house 
and then the corn is subjected to a 
wet soil w ith a tern,«rature ot 40 or 45 
degrees, there w ill he much more ro t­
ting and a far less percentage of strong 
corn plants than was indicate«! by the 
test in lbe house. Un the o tte r hand, 
ttie Get in tbe house may show en tire ­
ly too small a percentage ot germ ina­
tion, as in a case where it is kept very 
cool or where the seeds are allowed to 
freeze during cold nights after 
nation has been well started.

In testiug seed wheat and other field 

crof s something like the following  
method may be pursued: Take o rd i­
nary soil from the field or garden and 
plat« it in a large pan or other vessel; 
plant the seeds at nearly the ordinary- 
depth, and m rows, ezreiu liv marke«i 
A goo j  wav is to plant 100 seeds <»f 
each kind and then in another vessel 
m another part of the room, or where 
it w ill be kept e ither cio ler or warmer, 
plant another 10D, so as to duplicate  
results under different conditions. 
These seeds may be laid ra 'her th icklv  
in the row, but should.all l»e io con­
tact with the natural soil. This soil 
“houId |>e very carefutiy managed as to 
the «mount of water it contains. I t  
shout I not he saturated w ith a ll of 
the capillary moisture it can hold, and 
no water should h« allowed at any 
tim e to stand in tbe soil as grourd wa­
ter or standing water. As d o h  as 
the plants begin to come through the 
ground, they may be counted daily  to 
see wnat |>ercentag«- is coming early  
and what seeds are tardy in germ inat­
ing. When tbe test is well through, 
the seeds may be dog up and tbe per- 
«rentage of see«ls that actually ger­
minated determined. Htyme uiav have 
germinated, but owing to tbe unfavor­
able condition in the bouse, may have 
died before reaching the surface, or 
some may have been weak and on 
that account may not have come out of 
the ground.
