For the Willamette valley 
this question has been determined, 
and corn, vetches and a dozen other 
substitutes for summer fallow have 
been laid down; but on account of 
tho dryer climate and lack ot soil 
moisture in Eastern Oregon, the 
question for that section is still un­
solved. By way of experiment the 
station has secured a tract near 
Moro, at the farm of Horace Strong 
which is being operated under direc­
tion of Dr. \\ itbyoombe. This furm 
has two fields in summer fallow; 
one of coarser and the other of finer 
reduction of soil particles, and a 
third field is in peaB. The effects 
will be tested from time to time 
during the season, and the moisturo 
of the soil under the three treat­
ments be measured. The peas so 
far have, only attained a height of 
eight inches, and Dr. Withycombe 
is of opinion that they will not be 
eflective for the desired purpose.
