Great B rita in ’s show no increase 
since 1 890, the earliest year at which a 
separate statement of manufactures ex- ' 
porte f is attainable, w hile h -r  to’al 
exports of dounstic product« — of which 
manufacture!, form about 85 per cent — 
show no increase in value in the de­
cade 1888 97. Lrom France the expor­
tation of manufacture- show an in- 1 
crease of hut 10 per cent in the decade 
1887-90; Germany, 13 per cent; Sw itzer­
land, 6 per cent; Netherlands, 3 per 
cent, and Austria-Hungary and Russia 
a io.‘S.

In Porto Rico the stamps now in use 
are the ordinary I mted Elates stamps, 
w ith  »he words “ Porto Rico”  aud the 
values printed across the face in 
Spanish.
