Seattle, July 15.—J. Homer Bird, of 
New Orleans, is now a pnsouer in the 
m ilita ry  barracks, charged w ith the 
murder of J. H . Herling and K.

Strong aie held under I'xXM) bonds as 
witnesses. Ih e  entire party came 
from New Orleans. Tbe prist ner and 
the witnesses w ill be taken to Sitka 
for tr ia l.

From VSalla»e 11. Blaine, engineer of 
the government laun<h Nordira, who 
arrested Bird, particulars of the m ur­
der are learned. Ihe  party of live ar­
rived in S-. Michael last trimmer in 
the bark Rufus Wood, which cleared 
from San Francisco. They ha] a fu ll 
outfit, including a steam launch and a 
barge, m which they made the trip  
up the river. The woman went as 
B ird ’s w ife and Shetller *s sister. At 
a coal mine about eigbty-five miles 
tbia side of Anvik it was decided to 
remain T r  tbe w inter.
