The government is anxious to call in

a greenback ot this denomination, the 
only one at large, ft  was issued «luring 
the c iv il war among others of its fe l­
lows to pay war expenses and is now 
tbe only one octstanding. After the 
war they were gradually retired u n til 
the government got them down to 348 
m illio n  dollars ami in 1880 congress 
passed an act declaring that thev 
should not go below that amount. ( If  
them there are now outstanding 50,000 
bilis  of the denomination of fltlOii 
thtee of 45000, one nf 410.000.
