AN ORDINANCE to establish side walk 

grades on both sides of Main street, 
between First and Third streets, and 
on First street, along blocks two and 
three, between Scott and Flatt streets 
and to provide for the kind and nature 
of the material for the construction Ó; 
side-walks thereon.

The City o f Moro does Ordain as follows.

S ection 1. The grade upon which 
side-walks snatt beCorfstfacted or* the 
streets hereinafter mentioned shall be

, only as provided in this ordinance. 
S ec. 2. On Main street, along block

2, between First and Second streets, 
the sidewalk shall be constructed on 
a level w ith the concrete w«H< as it 
now exists in front of The Pioneer 
brick building, situated on lots 7 and 
S in block ?.

S ec. 3. On Main street, along blk
3, between Second and Third streets 
the si le walks shall be constructed 
on a giade obtained as follows: Com­
mencing at a point six inches below 
the present floor level of the building 
situated on lot 10, in bh*ck 3, thence 
in a direct line along said block to a 
point in front of, and two inches be­
low, the present floor level of the 
building situated on lot 7 in block 3, 
occupied by S. McDonald, and thence’ 
continuing on same grade to intes sec­
tion of Third street.

S ec. 4. On Main street, along blks
4 and between First and Third 
streets, the sidewalk shall be con­
structed on a grade obtained as fol­
lows: Commencing at a point at the 
corner ot First street on a level with 
the present floor level of the hotel 
building on lot 1 in block 5, thence 
along blocks 5 and 4, in a direct line 
to a point at the corner of Third st., 
on a level with the present floor lev­
el of the building striated on lot * of 
block 4, known as the Martin build­
ing.

S ec. 5. On First street, along blk
3, between Flatt and Main streets, 
the sidewalk shall be constructed on 
a grade obtained as follows: Com­
mencing at a point at the corner of 
Flatt street, ten inches below the 
present fixir level of the Mitchell & 
Foss building, situated on tóid corner 
thence along block 5 in a northwest­
erly direction 100 feet to a point 12 
inches above the farther foundation

stone, from place of beginning, of 
Landry’s shop, thence along said 
block to a point at corner of Main st. 
on r level with the present floor level 
of hotel building on lot 1 in block 5.

S ec. fi. On First street along blk 
5, between Scott and Vain streets the 
sidewalk shall be constructed on a 
grade obtained as follows: Commenc­
ing i t  a point at the corner of Scott 
street, 24 inches below present floor 
level of City Hotel, on lot 1 of block 
2, ther.ce in a southeasterly direction 
along said block on a dead level 20 
feet thence, along said block on a di 
rect line to a point at the corner of 
Main street,3 feet below the sidewalk 
grade established on Main street along 
said block 2.

S ec. 7. Upon all grades establish­
ed in this ordinance, sidewalks shall 
be constructed o f the'following w idth 
—on First street along blocks 2 and 
5 the sidewalk shall be nine feet in 
width. On both sides of **ain street 
along block’s 2, 3, 4 and 5 the side­
walk shall be eight feet in width.

S ec. 8. All sidewalks shall be 
built of wood and consist Of four 
stringers 2x6 inches resting on 4x4 
inch cross timbers eight feet apart. 
Underpining with posts 4x4 inches. 
The covering shall be ot wood 2x4 

or 2x6 inches and in length the 
breadth ot the walk. Provided that 
nothing in this ordinance shall pre­
vent any person from constructing 
asphaltum or brick sidewalks if they 
so prefer.

S ec. 9. Immediately after the ap­
proval by the mayor, of this ordin­
ance, or if the mayor fails or neglects 
to approve the same, immediately 
after the expiration of the time allow 
ed for approval “by the mayor and 
immediately after the passage by the 
council of this ordinance notwith­
standing the veto of the mayor, a 
copy of tills ordinance certified by 
the recorder shall be posted rn three 
public places in the city, then this 
ordinance shall take effect and be in 
force seven das* after such posting.
