Save the manure 
for filling. Too many farmers hold 
to the mistaken notion that spread­
ing manure upon the enow is a | 
wasteful practice, and that much of 
its value is lost by leaching and 
running over the surface in the 
spring. They point to darkened 
snows, high-colored waters and 
greener meadows at the base of the 
hillsides as proof of this. Some 
loss occurs in this way, but it is less 
than is commonly supposed. The 
loss from manure as ordinarily kept 
in barn cellars or in heaps outside 
the barn is much more than when 
spread in the field. Fermentation 
is much less outdoors than indoors. 
It is better fur the manure to leach 
on the soil that is meant to fertilize 
than in proximity to the barn and 
family well. Experiment and ex- 

| perienee alike show that housing 
manure in winter for spring haul­
ing is seldom better and generally 
worse than spreading it as fast as 
made.
