$*». Besides these there  a re  various 
o th er item s of expense, such as term  ual 
charges, tran sp o rta tio n , and shrinkage. 
T his la t te r  is an  im portan t item , ran g ­
ing from  6 per cent ou steam  vessels to 
lo  o r 12 per cent on sa iling  c ra ft, in  
18117 Porto  Rico produced 126,827.472 
pounds of sugar, for which the p lan te rs  
received $3,782,465, or a frac tiou  less 
th an  3 cen ts a  pound.

As in Cuba, the tendency is tow ard  
large p lan ta tions, w ith cen tra l m ills for 
g rinding C om paratively  few of the 
su g a r e sta tes  are  provided w ith steam  
vacuum  m achinery for m aking sugar, 
aud nearly  one-hair of the cane-grinding 
m achines a re  w orked by oxen. The 
hu rricane  of Aug. 8, 1899. dam aged the 
su g a r m ills considerably, aud the finan­
cial s tra its  of the p lan te rs  have m ade 
it impossible to  resto re  the  p lants. 
L arger p lan ta tio n s or colonies. Im­
proved m ethods of cu ltivation , and cen­
tra l m ills w ith im proved m achinery  w i l l  
in tim e uo doubt add enorm ously to the 
ou tpu t of sugar.

elevation  of 1,500 m eters above tbe  
level of the  sea, aud  it is observed th a t 
above (lie m iddle height of th is m oun­
ta in  coffee groves do not exist. W heth­
er ow ing to the c lim ate  or to the soil, 
which may be unsuitable , w here grow  
only som e sh ru b s lu th ickets aud some 
w orth less herbs. It is tru e  th a t a f te r  800 
m eters have been passed the coffee is 
uot seen, aud  all a tte m p ts  to grow  it 
a t th a t a ltitu d e  have been w ithout re­
sults.

“Coffee g row ers m odify the  clim ate 
by em ploying shade—th at I s . p l a n t  
th e ir coffee groves the shade
of a grove of C .rees, as for exam ­
ple. the W P lres, guaba. jol>o. guauia, 
m ango, etc., aud u uder the banana 
trees when the coffee groves a re  young.

“T he coffee grow s on hills of low 
elevation, associated  w ith m any o th er 
trees, which afford shade, m odify the 
tem pera tu re , aud  pro tec t the  coffee 
from h u rricanes and  to rren tia l raius. 
The com position of these  coffee soils is 
variable, but lu all of them  sand pre­
dom inates, aud ou the su rface  there  is 
au  ab u u d au t covering, the product of 
the decayed vegetation of the forest. 
The land which produces the  renow ned 
coffee of l ’o rto  Rico, as to Its physical 
appearance, seem s to be a very fine 
clay, aud w hen It ra in s becom es as 
slippery as soap, aud tran s it a t such 
tim es is dangerous. It has a  red color 
when m oist, and  w hen squeezed 
through the  fingers resem bles in its 
color aud  sm oothness the  oxide of iron 
pain t, but w hen dry it becomes 
hard.

“T here  a re  sm all p lan ta tio n s w here 
the  cu ltivation  is both In telligent aud 
intense, which produce th ir ty  q u in ­
ta ls  (3,060 pounds) and more per 
hectare  (two and one-half acres), but 
th is Is exceptional, for there  a re  lauds 
in the sam e region which scarce ly  pro­
duce one qu in ta l (100 pounds). As an 
average  crop, taken from  the  different 
classes of land and  tak ing  into account 
also the varia tions th a t occur from  y ear 
to year, a production  of front ten to 
fourteen  (initials per hectare  m ay be 
couuted  ou as the  result of fa irly  in te l­
ligent cu ltivation .”

The cofiee tree  is com pletely devel­
oped and producing a f te r  seven years 
if the  conditions under which the 
g row th  has been ¡»erfected have been 
favorab le. O therw ise  it will need ten 
years, and  the product w ill never com­
pete w ith th a t of a good, sound tree. 
T he cost of one cucrda (about one acre» 

»e ttp to the  d a te  of pro­
duction will average  $180, United 
S ta te s  currency.

W hen the tree Is fo u r y ears  old it will 
not produce sufficient to cover ex ­

000, aud 303.612 cattle , valued a t $6,- 

j 000,000. The sw ine aud sheep s ta tis tic s  
were Insignificant. I here a re  60.953 
landed holdings, o r “e s ta tes ,” in I’orto 
Rico, com prising about 5.200,000 acres. 
Am ong the g reat d raw backs to agricu l­
tu re  a re  the lack of highw ays and ra il­
roads, aud the inferior ag ricu ltu ra l im­
plem ents In use. G eneral Davis, the 
m ilitary  Governor, is try ing  to rem edy 
the lack of highw ays, and lias expend­
ed over $1,000,000 in the repair aud con 
stru c tio n  of roads. Even roads iu the 
im m ediate vicinity of the cities a re  iu 
poor condition, and during  the ra iny  
season nearly  all of them  are  alm ost im­
passable for vehicles. The total length 
of all ra ilroads is about 159 miles, all 
track s being narrow -gauge, and the 
rolling stock, roadbeds, etc., very in­
ferior.

Coffee is th e  m ain product of the  
island, and 41 p e r cent of the  cu ltivated  
land is given over to the crop. Sugar 
cane occupies 15 p e r cent and bananas 
14 per cent of th e  land.

S tansbury , in the Illu s tra ted  Am erican, 
show s th a t the M aine was not the  first 
U nited  S ta tes sh ip  of w ar to m eet de­
struc tion  by explosion in tim e of peace 
On Ju n e  4, 1829, the  Dem alogos, which 
w as also know n as Fulton  II., w as de­
stroyed by an explosion in the  harbor 
of New York. T w enty-four persons 
were killed aud nineteen wounded. The 
m ystery  of the explosion was never 
cleared up. T he Dem alogos w as in te r­
esting  as living the first steam  w ar 
vessel ever constructed . She w as to 
have been used in the w ar of 1812, but 
was not com pleted in time. Som ew hat 
la te r iu th e  cen tury  the United S ta tes 
w arsh ip  W asp put to sea and was never 
heard  of. H er fa te  can only lie con­
jectured.
