CONTROL OF INSURANCE.

In hi«annual message to congress 
last December Preel deal Roosevelt 
urged oongress to flats a law for na­
tional regulation and control o f  all 
lunurauoe oouifianieH transacting an 
intentato aud international bus!

This was the short session, 
ho we ver, and congress had its hands 
full of other measures. Congress 
will have more time to deal with the 
question this year and has far more 
provocation to deal with i t  The 
President will, in his ooming mes­
sage, repeat his recommendation for 
uational legistatian, and it is safe to 
say he will repeat it with emphasis. 
This is a bigger issue than the tarifl 
or than railway rate regulation 
Where the tarifl’ and the railway« 
touch a few persons, remotely and 
indirectly,the insurance issue touch­
es them immediately. Whetherna» 
tional supervision Of iiu-iit'arloe can 
head off all such irregntarlty among 
the officials«! insurance companies 
as has recently been revealed, is a 
question whieh cannot be answered 
by the laymen with any degree of 
positiveoess. Mach depends on the 
sort of supervision which is had. 
New York state has an insurance 
examiner who is paid a high salary 
but under the administration of this 
examiner who did not examine, the 
Hyde, Alexander, McCall, MeOnr 
dy aud Perkius ©rookednvea Wes 
perpetrated, without a single inti 
matiOn to the public from the exam 
iner that anything irregular had 
been done. It is hoped that the 
President will be able to devise 
methods whereby such wrongs to 
the policy holders as harve been 
practiced by the Equitable, -the 
New York Life, and the Mutual, 
may be prevented in future.

Cook tho pumpkin and straio it, 
just as you do for pies, being caralul 
not to have much water in it. Fill 
the cans futt» Shako down, so as to 
have them solid, put on th» tops, 
screw down just a little, so you can 
lift them, place in boiler, with thick 
paper between the cans and boiler on 
botten, fill the neck of c»gs with 
water and boil one good hour. Take 
out and wipe the necks of the cans, 
end if the pumpkin has shrunk sway, 
fill cans up with boiling water, put 
on rings and screw down the tops 
tight, and it will keep six months in
