THE RAG CARPET OF OLD,
A n o th e r  T b le a  T h a t  H na G iv e n  W a y  

B e fo re  M a c h in e ry .
Where la the old fashioned rag car 

pet that our boyhood knew—the striped 
particolored and speckled conglomérat« 
of all the wornout clothing of the neigh 
borhood, bound, beaten and twisted Inti 
floor cloth that covered the floors ol 
parlors, chambers and dining rooms io 
those old days when we were younf 
and poor and happy?

W hat man of middle age does not re 
member the “rag bees’’ of those eld 
days, when the women of the neighbor 
hood gathered as to a quilting and th« 
talk was of warp and weavers, with a 
•pice of goaslp, not always unkind, re­
lating to such neighbors as stayed 
away from Inclination, necessity or 
lack of Invitation?

There was caste In rag carpets. Bom« 
were common, mixed uffalra, the ca 
nallle of carpetry. They hid In the bed 
rooms and did menial service on kltch 
en floors, In hallway» and outside th« 
doors to defend the parlor aristocracy 
of stripes and colored warps from the 
contamination of muddy shoes. I t  was 
In the dim religious light and musty 
a ir of the closed and shaded parlor that 
the rag carpet reared Its highest gio 
lies. There It shone in border and 
atrlpings and sung the skill of tht 
weaver to all who entered.

Of course, we do better nowadays. 
The heathen Turk and Persian have 
taught us the beauty and utility of the 
rug. Our old carpets are fashioned 
Into floor coverings worthy of I>aghe 
•tan  and Kashmir. The younger gen 
«ration of women have learned that 
••w in g  rags for carpets is a loss of 
energy without adequate return, and, 
then, most of them have never learned 
Jto sew. But what the spinning wheel 
! •  to the octogenarian the rag carpet Is 
to  those of middle age. We can sit 
down and visit with I t  I t  Is alive 
¡with reminiscences of youth. There 
are shreds of early hopes and ambl 
tlona woven In It und memories more 
constant than Its colors set with btft 
ternut bark and cobalt" I t  le the back 
ground upon which the panoramic pic­
tures of old days are thrown as you 
remember the figures flitted serose the 
sheet at the magic lantern show In the 
schoolhouse.—Marshalltown (Ia.)Tlmea-
