IVORY CARVING.

The Chinese Silll Kxcel In Making
Elaborate Fah Sticks,

“You may say that the Chinese still
excel in the elaborate carving of Ivory
for fan sticks,” said a fan importer.
“Years of labor are represented In
some of the fans made In the orient
For nearly two ceuturies the manufac
ture of funs for the European market
bhas been un linportant industry eof
Chinn,

“The Chinese workmen, brought to
Paris in the seventeenth century o
order to teach I'renchmen the art, ald-
ed_ greatly in giving the prominence
to French fans. At Dieppe and’ other
industrial ceuters in France tine exam-
ples of earved ivory fan sticks are pro-
duced, and many of the most beautiful
fans reachlug the New York market
comne from there, There 1s a wide
cholce of material for the sticks, com
prising ivory, mother-of-pearl, tortolse
ghell, horn, sandal -and other woods,
with ocecasionally filigree work In
metal,

“The most common- materials, of
course, are wood and bone, which are
decorated with prints-or pressed work.
One of the anost notable fans, made
with metal sticks, is the one of carved
silver sald to have once belonged to
Marie Antoinette. This fan ls now In
the South Kensington collection. The
mother-of-pear] sticks glve an excel
lent opportunity for artistic carving
and also for clever gilding."—Jewelers'
Clrcular-Weekly.

THE KOTOW.,

Nelther Ungraceful Nor Degrading s
Performed by Chinese.

The kotow (pronounced ker-toe and
meaning literally to bow the head) is
used as a form of thanks and is not a
manner of greeting. The actors ko
tow to thelr majestiés at the begin-
ning and end of each performance at
the theater, first to thank for the honer
they are to recelve in being allowed to
act before them and at the end to thank
for the privilege granted. The officials
“bow the head” to thank fdr an’aundl
ence or any favor ' or gift they have
recelved or are to receive from thelr
majesties, The kotow Is not only
‘made by péople at the palace and at
it 18 sometimes
used by equals to each other as a prop-
er manner of thanking for some great
favor. To make the kotow the per-
son kneels three times and each time
bows his head three times, touching the
ground with it. The kotow could not
be made by a forelguner without look-
ing most awkward and appearing most
pervile, but the Chinese do it with dig-
nity, and it is neither ungraceful nor
degrading. It Is a time honored man-
ner of giving thankk, h Chinese tradil-
tlon surviving from a time when the
courtlers were perhaps like slavea, but
at present It does not imply any slave
like lnferiority on the part of him who
performs it.—Katharine A..@€arl in Cen-
tury.

CENTS IN ARIZONA.

im Mauy Towmns They Are Goed Oaly
at the Postofice.

Phenix Is fast becoming a penny
town. Tbat does not mean that it s
getting to be a smaller place, but in the
matter of manners and customs a lar-
ger and more important place,

It has not been many years since a
penny was a curiosity In Arizona, and
it Is still rare in some of the m@ntain
towns, In those days a quarter_ was
sirall change and nickels were only
good to give to the children.

But those days have chapged. The
change was brought about partly by
the department stores, which thought
to drive competition eloser, but more
by the winter tourist army that visits
the southwest.

It 18 not that they are less Hberal
than other persons, but they use pen-
ples at homé all the tiume and: have
them in thelr pockets when they come
to Phenix.

Though few things are advertised
outside of the dry goods llme In which
the penny 18 a unit of value, It 1s al-
ways good at the postoffice, and every
tourist does business with the post-
office first and other places afterward.

It did not take long for many of the
home people to “get the habit"” and
now most everybody can produce a
penny If he tries, though It s still the
hablit of old settlers to tell the post-
master or clerk to keep the change.

In the winter the postoffice ls flooded
with pennies, for the tourists leave
thelrs. An old settler, who gets them
on the outside In trade or any other
place, offers them to the postmaster or
gives them to somebody else to offer to
the postmaster when he would not think
of showing pennles anywhere else In
town.

But In the summer the pennles flow
out agaln with the flight of the tourists,
and by midsummer the postoffice has
to hunt for small change, sending to
other towné for pennies,

Tucson does all it can to discourage
the penny, and In this it has the moral
support of the old timers.

It Is related that near the depot at
Tucson s a curiosity shop that travel-.
ers often visit while their tralns are be-
{ng made up in the yards and that not
Infreguently a woman will pick out a
post card or two and offer pay for them
In pennles, whereupon the dealer re-
sponds that that kind of money Is not
good In that city, but if she is anxlous
for a card he gives it to her.—New
York Herald.
