Whenever 80 peroent of 
the qualified electors of any precinct in 
the state of Oregon shall ;>etition tbe 
county court of any county for the priv­
ilege to determine by ballot whether the 
sale of intoxicating liquors as a beverage 
shall be prohibited within tbe lim ite of 
such precinct, such county eourt shall 
order an election to be held thereon at 
tbe next regular biennial general election 
in said county; but such petition shall 
be filed with the clerk of aaid countv 
court not less than 45 days, not more 
than 90 days prior to such election. 
Such election shall Ixt held at the usual 
place for holding elections in said pre­
cinct, if there he such place, and if  not, 
then at such place as the county court 
may direct within said precinct, and 
notice shall be given and the election 
conducted in the same manner as provi­
ded by law for the election of general 
officers, so far as said law may be appli­
cable. The election shall be conducted 
by tbe regular judges and clerks of 
election in all cases, and the county 
clerk ahall furnish the ballots for such 
general election at which such local op­
tion vote is to be taken, prepared as 
hereinafter provided. The result of auch 
eleotion aball be certified by the judges 
and clerks of election in the same man­
ner as the resnlt of the election of oounty 
or other officers at a general election, 
and the oounty clerk snail enter forth­
with the record of the result o f tbe 
election upon tbe record of the county 
court of said county. In  all trials ter 
violations of thia law the original entry 
of said record and copy thereof certified 
to by said county clerk, provided it  
shows th e ta  majority of votes 
auch aleetion in such
against the sale of Intoxicating liquora 
as a beverage, shall be prima facie evi­
dence that tbe selling, furnishing or

Eiving sway of intoxicating liquors as a 
average,or the keeping of a place where 

such liquors are aola, kept for sale, furn­
ished or given away(if such selling,furn­
ishing or giving swey of intoxicating 
liquora as s beverage, or the keeping of 
of a place where intoxicating liquors 
were sold, furnished or given sway, 
occurred after 90 days from the date of 
entering the resnlt of such election), was 
then and there prohibited and unlawful.

"Section 2. The ballots at any election 
where said local option question is to be 
voted upon, in addition to tbe names of 
officers and other matters thereon, shall 
be printed with an affirmative and a 
negative statement, as follows: ‘The sale 
ol intoxicating liquors as a beverage 
shall not be prohibited.’ ‘The sale of 
intoxicating liquora as a beverage shall 
be prohibited.* W ith a blank space on 
tbe left side of each statement in which 
to give « e h  elector an opportunity to 
designate hia choice by a cross, and if 
tbe majority of th«. vote« cast at such 
election shall be' in favor of prohibiting 
tbe sale of intoxicating liquora as a bev- 
erage, then from and after 90 days from 
the date Of entering the result of such 
election it shall be unlawful (or any per- 
aoe, personal I y or by agent, within the 
limits of auoh precinct, to aell, furnish 
or give away any intoxicating liqpors to 
ba used as a beverage, or to Keep a place 
where such liquora are kept for sals or 
are given eway or fernished ter beverage 
purposfce; and any person who from and

’ "The words 'giving sway* where they 
occur in this set shell not apply to the 
giving away of intoxicating liquors by s 
person in bis private dwelling unless 
such private dwelling iss place of public 
resort.

"The word 'precinct' as- used herein 
shall be construed to mean a voting 
precinct as established in the several 
counties of the etate.

"Section 6. The following shell be 
deemed a sufficient entry and record as 
a result of an election held under the 
provisions of this act:

the boundaries of any precinct within 
which the'M ie of intoxicating liquors 
has been prohibited as provided in 
Section 1 of this act shall be controlled 
by the reenlt of such election and the 
law ahall remain in full force and effect 
in aaid territory for two years and there 
after and until another petition is pre­
sented under the provisions of this act 
in said precinct for another election 
therein and the result thereof is against
such prohibition.

" Section 7. Whenever any person. 
firm or corporation engaged in any kina 
of liquor traffic has discontinued sucb 
traffic, by reason of an election thereon 
within the time specified by Section 1 of 
this act, and has paid or baa charged 
upon the tax or license roll with an 
assessment upon such traffic, the county 
court (or city council in incorporated 
citiee where such license or tax is paid 
to the city), opon being fullv satisfied of 
such fact, ahall issue to such person, 
firm or corporation, an order refunding 
the amount of such tax or license, pro­
portionate to the unexpired time for 
which M id assessment or license has 
been paid or charged.

"Section 8. Tbe petition for an elec­
tion provided for herein shall be deemed 
sufficient when the petition shall ba 
signed by as manv qualified electors as 
le equal to 30 percent of the number of 
votes cast in M id precinct at tbe last 
preceding general election for justice of 
tbe supreme court. In  complaints, 
informations or indictments for the 
violation of this act it shall not be necea- 
M ry to M t forth the facts showing that 
the required number of electors In such

Breeinct petitioned for an election or 
let the election was held or that the 

majority voted in favor of prohibiting 
the Mie of intoxicating liquors as herein 
provided, bat it  shall be sufficient to 
state that the act complained of w m  
then and there prohibited and unlawful.
