San Francisco Destroyed.

An Earthquake Reported Wednes­
d a y  Which Paralels Vesuvius

For Terrors.

All Telegraphic Communication Cut Off.

Wednesday rumors were in the air that an earthquake 
shock had levelled every building in San Francisco, Cal. 
above two stories high; that the heart and business center 
of the city was on fire and no water to quench the dames 
as all the water mains had bursted in the upheaval; that 
2000 people had been picked up dead on the streets, and 
that there is no way of estimating the number of dead 
buried under the debris of fallen buildings.

All avenues for obtaining news of the cataclysm were 
cut off, and nothing of a positive nature confirmatory of 
the dire calamity could be secured, except flying rumors 
passing over the wires via San Deigo afld Salt Lake City.

Tbe first bi-monthly soiree of tbe 
Moro Terpeiohorean Club was held 
in Opera ball Tuesday evening. 
An average number of danoera were 
present and all bad a good time, 
but not So good a time as will be 
had on May 1st, the date of tbe 
next club dauoe.

April 19, 1806, Lewis and Clark 
speak about the submerged forest at 
tbe cascades of the Columbia river, 
not yet obliterated by the band of 
Time, as follows: "Durini the whole 
oourse of tbe river are tbe trunks of 
many large pine treee standing erect 
in tbe water, wbioh ia 30 feet deep 
at present, and never lees than 10. 
These treee oould never have grown 
in their present site, for they are all 
very muob doted and none of them 
vegetate, so that the only reasonable 
aooount wbioh oan be given of this 
phenomena ie that at some period 
(which tbe appearanoe of the trees 
induoes us to fix within 20 years' 
the rooks from the hillsides have 
obstructed tbe river and caused it 
to spread through tbe woods. The 
mountains are high and broken 
and tbe romantic view occasionally 
enlivened by beautiful oasoadee 
rushing from the heights, forming a 
deep oontrast with tbe firs, oedars 
and pines which darken their sides." 
A landslide is what submerged that 
foreet and created tbe cascades of 
the Columbia. One may plainly

now it happened by comparing 
the Colville reservation elide of tbe 
29th of last month, when millions 
of tone of rooks, sand and forest 
treee, swept down tbe mountain 
aide 1000 feet into the Columbia, 
completely filling tbe river channel 
and piling debris hundreds of feet 
high on tbe opposite bank. The 
grandeur of thie slide, dwarfed in 
contemplation of that spectacle of 
more than one hundred years ago at 
Cascade looks, was witnessed by 
three men, one of whom was carried 
along with it; but, as if by a mira 
ole, lives to tell the story. We have 
four photographs of this slide which 
so coapletely dammed the river that 
for six hours no water passed the 
spot, then the measureless forces of 
the torrent ate its way through tbe 
obstruction, and once more swept on 
untrammeled to the Paoifio ooean, 
as when the Cascades of the Co­
lumbia were formed.
