DO WOMEN WANT TO VOTE?
•  ----- --------- . •*-—

If  They Aak For Suffrage Loud Enougk 
They Are Pretty Sure te  Get IL

W henever the women of the United 
States or o f any one state really make 
up their minds that they w ant to vote 
then they w ill get suffrage. Th ia thaw  
le little  question aboat. In  v iew  of the 
vote to be taken next June, every wom­
an In Oregon ought to decide whether 
ehe w an t* the righ t—and the duty—te 
to te  given to her.

Kor that la one thing that muet not 
be forgotten—that a right to vote la a 
duty to vote. Moat of the political 
avlla that exist In this country are d w  
to the “stay at bonwe,” who neglect 
their duty und allow the Ignorant and 
the corrupt to control elections, tape  
d a lly  In cities. I f  women have votes, 
rtie same duty w ill rust upon them as 
upon men.

And even If  some women feel that 
they are capable and w illing  to  do this 
duty are they sure thgt they have th< 
right to Impose that duty upon othei 
women? • ■ .

W H E R E A S , The Secretary of 8 U le  of 

the S tale of Oregon baa notified me m  
w riting  th a t pursuant to the provisions 
of an  Act entitled " A n  Act m aking ef­
fective the in itia tive  and referendum  
provisions of Section I  of A rtic le  I V  of 
the Constitution of the  State of Oregon, 
and regulating elections thereunder and 
providing penalties for violation« of pro­
visions of this A ct,”  approved February 
24th, 1903, the Brewers and Wholesale 
Liquor Dealers’ Association of Oregon, 
duly filed in bis office on January 22d, 
1906, an in itia tive  petition containing 
8301 signatures properly attached to  a 
copy of »aid measure, certified in accord­
ance w ith  law , demanding th at a pro­
posed law , the title , tenor and effect of 
which la hereinafter particularly set 
forth, shall be subm itted to the legal 
voters of the State of Oregon for th e ir  
approval or rejection a t th e  general 
election to be held in  said state on the  
4th day of Jons, being the first Monday 
in June, 1906. 1

N O W ,T H E R E F O R E .  I ,  Oxo. E . 
OBAMBBBLArw, Governor ol the State of

W hat happened la an eastern state  
Massachusetts. Sen years ago toUo •  
story. For years woman had twoo aak 
lag for tho ballot, and a  good many 
people had come to believe that they 
w ere speaking for the women of <be 
state A t la s t In 1896. the 
passed an act providing th a t a t  
election In November the question of 
woman suffrage In  m anlclpal affaire  
should ba aabm ltted to x®M 
qualified to vote for school eommlttee. 
(W om en have that am ount of suffrage 
even In conservative Maaaaahueatts) 
a wA « separate count was to ba taken  
o f the votes cast by men and by 
women.

H ere was a aba nee for the suffragists 
to prove th a t they spoke fo r tho m a ts  
of the state, aa they claimed. B ut they 
denounced the act aa a device o f the 
enemy aad tagged the governor to veto 
It. I t  loohod aa If  they w ore a fra id  to 

• to e d  Up and Be Caowtod.
B at the governor did not veto IL  and 

•o  they did thetr beet to gut the fiTfiz 
000 women of the state to he reglator- 
•d  and to vote. They form ed usgaataa 
tiona, held rallies, sent out literature  
end made an energetic canvass of the 
state On the other hand, those op 
posed to the pion did not ask women to 
▼ota, but asked them to use thotr to- 
fiuenee to increase the anmba» of mea 
voting against IL

W hat was the result? There were 
180.976 man who voted against It a nd 
86.970 for IL  Only a fe w  women 
voted against IL but the moot that 
the suffragists could Induce to vote for 
It  was 22.204 In  other words, years 
of agitation and aa « w a tte oaavaaa 
could not bring oot ago womacte 
•vary  throatgffive to oay th a t « •  
wanted to veto.

Th e  tatotllgent men and women os 
the state cannot afford to trea t this 
question w ith  Indifference. I t  la •  
practical question.

There la Na Advantage 
In a mere extension of the suffrage. 
I f  1,000,000 o f voters can decide 
question, there le no nocoeoary advi 
tag« la summoning 2,000.000 voters to 
decide IL There Io, on tho contrary,

“ A t least twenty days previous to any 
election hereunder the county clerk shall 
deliver to the sheriff of the county at 
least five notices of the election for each 
election precinct in  said county voting 
on the question. 8aql notice shall be 
substantially in the following form :

“ I t  shall be the duty of the sheriff, at 

least twelve days before any election 
hereunder, to post said notices in public 
places in the vic in ity of the polling place 
or places. Thereupon th e  clerk and the 
sheriff shall each briefly enter of record 
th e ir compliance w ith  the provisions 
of th is section, and such record shall be 
prima facie evidence th a t a ll the provis­
ion# of this section have been fu lly com 
plied w ith .

“ Section 4. The phrase ‘ intoxicating  
liquors’ as used in this act, shall he con 
strued to mean any d istilled , m alt, vin  
ous, or in toxicating liquor by whatever

The tenor and effect of the said pro 
poeed b ill Is to so amend the said exist 
ing law th a t it  w ill, if  said bill is adopted, 
read as fo llow s:

such precinct, such county court shall 
order an election to be held thereon at 
the next regular biennial general election 

■aid county; but such petition shall 
be filed w ith  the clerk of said oountv 
oourt not lees than 46 days, not more 
than 90 days prior to such election 
Such election shall be held at the usual 
place for holding elections in said pre 
cinet, I f  there be each place, and if not, 
then a t each place as tbs connty court 
may direct w ith in  said precinct, ami 
notice shall be given and tbs election 
<x>nducted in |b e  asm« m anner aa provi 
Jed by law lor the election of general 
officers, ao far as said lew may be apph  
cable. The election shall be conducted 
by the regular judges and clerks ol 
elertioa in a ll caoto, and the county 
clerk shall fam ish  the be I lots for such 
general election at which such local op­
tion vote is to be taken, prepared as 
hereinafter provided.

‘ “ Section 2. The ballots at any election 

where said local option question is to be 
voted upon, in  sddition to the names of 
officers and other matter» tbervoo, shall 
be p r.n t« ! w ith  an n o rm a tiv e  and » 
negative statem ent, as fo llow s: ‘The sale 
ot intoxicating liquors na s beverage
