Many inquiries are being received
by - Prof. Cordley of the Btate
agricultural college, with reference
to spraying for codlin moth. It is
the evident purpose of farmers to
make a struggle to redeem their
fruit from the worms. Indeed, they
must do so in order to be able to sell
their apples at ali, for it is the an-
nounoed purpose of inspectors to
ocondemn all wormy applee found
in the market, and to prevent the
sale of them, as by law required.
The penalty for offering such fruit
for sale is confiscation and a fine,
and the state board is requiring all
inspectors to enforce the law. This
means that those who do not spray
wil] simply lose all fruit that is not
used at home, for it will not be
permitted to be sold. A further
inducement for farmers to spray
now, is that the arsenate of lead
used for spraying codlin moth is
fatal to caterpillars, and tbat in the
destruction of the former, catter-
pillers will also be destroyed.
