Unbounded enthusiasm prevailed 
at the convention of farmers held 
in this place today for the purpose 
of discussing an organization of the 
Inland Oregon farmers. It was 
decided that the time for the tillers 
of the soil to band together for 
mutual benefit bad come and 
meeting will be held at Moro July 
14, when permanent organization 
will be effected. “Stand By One 
Another” was the watchword of the 
meeting and everything was bar 
monious, not a single discord being 
struqk throughout the meeting.

Features of the meeting were 
able addresses by President Smith 
of the Open river association and 
Mr. Devers of ^Portland. The 
speakers touched upon the matters 
to be brought before the association 
when it is formed, and outlined a 
line of campaign for the benefit of 
the farroferB. ’ ,,. ..

It was determined at today’s 
meeting to further the project tof 
securing legislation at the next 
session of the legislature for the 
establishment of a jute mill at the 
Oregon St$te penitentiary. It was 
shown that the $175,000 mill at the 
Washington prison at Walla Walla 
is turning out 8,500 jute sacks daily 
at a retail price of 6 | cents each at 
a profit to the state. This brings 
the price of grain sacks within 
reason, the farmers declare, while 
under existing conditions they com 
plain they are forced to pay much 
higher prices than those which the 
ranchers of the sister state 
asked to pay.

After permanent organization is 
effected, it is planned by the farm­
ers to arrange for sales day, like 
those of the woolgrowers’ associ­
ation. At these sales d ,y s  the 
farmers will pool their grain and 
put it up at auction, allowing the 
grain dealers to  gather and bid 
upon the output of the community, 
thus creating a fair competition 
which will work to the ...material 
benefit of the wheat raiser.

In other things besides the 
marketing of their grain, the 
farmers see the necessity of acting 
in harmony, and as they have 
learned, so they state, that the only 
successful mode of accomplishing 
their ends is through organization, 
they will endeavor at the Moro 
meeting to* form an association 
which will l>e strong and long lived.
