Hay, straw or 
leaves, however, add much of value tc 
the compost pile when saturated more 
or less with the moisture of the stable 
and will be needed for the garden Oi 
shrubs and lawn next spring. It 1» 
economy to blanket the horses, wbeth 
er the stuble be cold or not. In a cold 
stable a thick blanket should be used, 
while In u warm one a thin one of bur 
lap or other like material will suffice.

T u b e rc n lo a la  1» H e * e .
A good many cases of tuberculosis 

In hogs, we fear, can be traced to the 
creamery, due to the fact that the 
skim milk haa not bean heated to a 
sufficiently high temperature or kept 
at that temperature long enough to de­
stroy the germs, says Kimball’« Dairy 
Farmer. Ordinarily It la assumed that 
herds la-conje. Infected through bring­
ing other animals among them, but 
the question of tuberculosis Infection 
through the skim milk from the cream­
ery Is becoming so'serious that it will 
eventually lead to compulsory pasteuri­
sation of skim milk. Indeed, this is 
now required In some states, notably 
Minnesota, but the trouble la that the 
buttermakers do not heat the akin» 
milk hot enough or keep it at that tem ­
perature long enough.

One of the most successful stock men 
whom we know got his start twenty- 
five years ago as a result of bis father 
giving him a calf. It la proper to note 
here that when the calf grew Into a fat 
steer the old man did not sell It and 
pocket th^ money. A good many gen­
erous fathers do things this way, and 
their sous do not grow up to bo success­
ful stock men.

The fur trade of North Amerloa ha* 

always been largely conducted on tht 
prluclple of barter, write« Duncan 
MacArthur In the New England Mag 
azine. Tlie transactions with the In 
dluns are carried on In a very slntph 
manner. When a hunter brings In hh 
collection of furs to any trading post 
which he utuAlly does twice a year, In 
Octolter aud March, he la taken to tht 
trailing roqni. where the official It 
charge carefully examples, classlflet 
and v alues each skin, and when thi 
wpole puck is gone over be bands the 
Indian a number of tallies, or smaP 
pieces of, wood or metal, each repre 
aeutlug the value of a "made beaver," 
aud the whole representing the valut 
of the entire catch. The Indian then 
proceed« to the storeroom and select» 
•uch articles a« he require«—blankets, 
capota, guns, kulve«, tea, tohacco, etc.— 
In payment for which be bauds back 
bis tallle» until they are all gone and 
hla purchasing powers «re exhausted 
He then departs, another hunter take» 
his place and la dealt with In a almllai 
manner, and ao on until all the fun- 
tn poHsesglou of the whole band of In 
dlaus hare passed Into the hands of tht 
trader, {formerly It waa customary tc 
give a good hunter a "dram" and aome 
amall presents In appreciation of hlc 
Industry.

Among the ancients shaving the head 

was a very common mode of express­
ing grent grief or sorrow. Sometime« 
It was done by the priest or some other 
religious functionary formally cutting 
off the hair, sometimes by violently 
plucking It out by the roots.
