AMorla Dally Budget.
A consignment of cast iron «hells

for the mortar batteries at Fort Sto- 
vene, have arrived from the ea«t 
and are temporarily stored iu ware 
how«. While of great Weight and 
future great damaging capacity 
they are not charged, this being 
done at the fort if any possible use 
for them «ri«ee. They are the time 
fuse ex pi oeives kind, and are not 
used in ordinary target practice. A 
battery of these shells, with proper­
ly timed fuses, and filled with high 
explosives, would destroy «11 vessels 
within several hundred yards of 
Where they were directed. If one 
should be dropped at the mouth of 
the Columbia river while a run of 
salmon was in progress every fish 
within a quarter of a mile would he 
killed.

Reports of an extraordinary ex­
pense, far iu excess of the truth, 
are being circulated by knocker« 
for the purpose of injuring the 
prospects of tbe proposed prison 
jute mill in Oregon. November 9th 
The Observer produced indisputable 
fart« ns to the cost of the mitt com-
Dieted, and tbe cost of operating 
the same, which is all the way from 
$200,000 to $500,003 less than the 
knockers would have members of 
the legislature believe. But recol­
lect one thing: members of the in­
coming assembly will not be easily 
humbugged by designing graft. Ac­
cording to reports prepared by the 
\Vashington state officials L<st Sept 
the Walla Walla plant, including 
structure,machinery and all appur­
tenances, was about $125,000. The 
machinery value alone is about 
$50,000. It is estimated, however, 
that a similar plant could be in­
stalled and fully equipped with 
modern machinery, for about the 
present appraised value of this 
plant. For the past three legisla­
tive periods, since April 1, 1900,the 
Washington legislature has appro­
priated $150,000 for each succeed­
ing two years; this allows $76.000 
a year for the operation of the va­
rious industries at the prison. Re- 
oeipts from the sale of all manufac­
tured produats are turned in dirent 
to the state treasurer, hence the ne­
cessity of a new appropriation each 
legislative period. Price per bale 
paid for jnte this year $18;‘400 lbs. 
per bale, makes 451 sacks per bale. 
During the time between Jan 1, 05, 
and Sept. 80, *06, the mill turned 
out 1,339,650 grain bags, together 
with quite an amount of hop doth, 
oat huge, wool bags, warp, twine, 
floor matting, and other produote, 
made from jute,all of which is made 
with the eeme machinery with but 
a trifle in loee of time for the read­
justing of the looms.
