out 1,339,650 grain hags, together 
with quite an amount of hop cloth, 
oat bags, wool bags, warp, twine 
floor matting, and other products, 
made from jute,all of which is made 
with the same machinery with but 
a trifle in loss of time for the read­
justing of the looms. Since elec­
tric power has been in successful 
operation the mill can easily make 
a daily average of 1,000 bags, .with 
a monthly average of 172,000, with 
a yearly output of say 2,000,000. 
On this basis there would be a short 
time allowed for closing down the 
loomB for a general overhauling of 
the plant, which is deemed advila- 
hle at least once a year. Following

In commemoration of the 100th 
anniversary of the birth of Robert 
E Lee, January 19,1807, a hitherto 
unpublished portrait of him is re­
produced on the cover of Lippin- 
cotta Magazine for the current 
month. Memories of Robert E Lee, 
in the same book, is intimately an­
ecdotic, and extremely interesting, 
because of the fresh light it thrown 
upon the character of thia great 
man.

One evening, saya Mrs General 
Pickett writer of the sketches, Gen. 
Pickelt and I were invited to a Mrs 
Shields house in Richmond, where 
we found Gen Lee. For refresh­
ments we had ice cream made of 
frozen buttermilk, sweetened with 
sorghum, and lemonade made from 
lemons which grew in the conserva­
tory. Mrs Shields apologized for 
having ao much luxury saying there 
were more lemons on the tree which 
she would lend to tne hospital.

Gen Lee said: “I will try to for­
get, and-enjoy this lemonade, if yon 
will promise not to forget to send 
the rest to  the hospital.”

This generous sympathy was not 
confined to war time. Long after­
ward a friend came up just as„Lee 
was sending a poor fellow from his 
gate with a happy faoe. “An old 
soldier in hard eircuinstances,” he 
explained. When the friend asked 
to what command the soldier be­
longed? Lee replied:

‘‘O, he was on the other side, but 
we must not hold that against him 
nbw.*’

Gen Lee was noted for his impar­
tiality. Only worthy deeds won 
recognition from him. He was urged 
by some of his officers to give his 
own son command of a brigade, 
but replied that he could not ap­
point an untried officer to so im­
portant a position. He paid n<> 
more attention to personal antagon­
isms than to personal affection in 
the management of the afmy. He 
recommended a certain officer for 
promotion, despite the fact that 
friends urged him to withdraw his 
favor because the officer was in the 
habit of speaking disparagingly of 
Lee. “The question is not what he 
thinks of me,” he said, “I have a 
very high opinion of this officer as 
a soldier, and I shall certainly rec­
ommend him for promotion, and 
do all in my power to secure it 

One of his officers, speaking of 
the enemy once, remarked: “I wish 
those people were all dead.”

"How can you say thatj” Lee re­
monstrated. “I wish they were all 
at home, attending to their own 
business, leaving us to attend 
ours.”
