This amount of money in a level 
country each year would build a 
railrbad seven times around the 
world at the equator. •

Mr. Hill says this amount repre­
sents twice the bonded debt of the 
United States at the cl<»se of the 
war.- More than twice the entire 
money circqlation in the country 
now, and a little less than twice the 
arhount in all savings banks in the 
United States.

This need of railroad improve­
ments may tend to explain the re­
cent issue of $200,000,(XX) in stocks 
and boudsby the Pennsylvania Co., 
which * as done with scarcely the 
quiver of an eye lash in Wall street. 
The Pennsylvania is engaged in the 
most extensive terminal proposition 
ever attempted by a railroad, and 
when thia ia completed it ia antici* 
pated that ita New York business 
will fully justify the outlay.

Marie canal locks in the 
state of Michigan, and is reputed to 
be a millionaire.

Olivers success has been through 
his personal attention to his con­
tracts. He is fundamentally a shirt 
sleeves man. In his early days he 
used to live with his construction 
gangs in a box car on the scene of 
tiie work. Even now He is loath to 
put on fine attire, except when so­
cial claims upon his time cannot he 
avoided. He is 391,’married,and has 
several children. Under him it is 
probable that the canal will he 
built by American colored labor, as 
he has had great success in manag­
ing this kind of labor. »
