Nesmeth County.

Portland Evening Telegram.
A Stockmang’ Paradise, with itls
own laws and its own officials, is
what residents of some 33 town-

ghipg in Wagco and Crook propose,
and to this end have had introduced
by Mr Pike a bill creating Nesmeth
county, a portion of Wasco county
lying east of DesChutes river, with
a emall corner taken from Crook.
The head of the delegation working
for the new county is L. Jones of
Antelope, who said today:
“We are cattle men and sheep
men in this district. We are cut off
from Wasco county, and most of us
have to travel more than 100 miles
to pay tax+s, attend court, make a
transfer or record a mortgage. An-
telope is more than 100 miles from
the county seat of Wasco county,
and is, the center of this district.
We would annex ourselves to Sher-
man county, but that is a farming
county, with anti-range laws, and
wé can't dbo business under that
sort of legislation. What we want
is a county government, close at
hand,and laws that will permit us
to do the only thing that we can do,
raise sheep and cattle. We have
more than 100,000 head of sheep in
these 33 townships, and an anti-
range law would mean trouble.”
There are about 1,500 people in
the proposed county,embracing some
1,188 square miles. TLe bill pro-
poses to make Antelope, the only
town in the county, the county
seat.  Antelope has some 400 resi-
dents, lights, water and graded
streets. The bill provides that the
governor shall appoint the county
officers until the 1908 election, and
that the officers shall receive the
following salaries: Judge $300 per
annum; clerk $1,200; sheriff $1300;
treasurer $250. The onlv trouble
the residents of the county antici-
pate is to discover enough demo-
crats to enable the governor to ap-
point political backers to these jobs
until the election is held. At the
last count there were about half a
dozen in the 33 townships. It is not
probable thateither Wasco or Crook
will vigorously oppose the forma-
tion of the new county. It is real-
ized that the residents of the shut-
off section have been a law unto
themselves; that they are not de-
pendent or connected with the coun-
ty they are chiefly residents of, and
that the new county would best
solve some of the present problems.
