In hie Reminiscences of Oregon, 
Hon B F Nichols tells in the Laid- 
law Chronicle of the first wheat 
raiaed in Oregon: May 12th, 1846, 
near where Dallas, Polk county,now 
stands, Gen Gilliam seeded 10 acres 
of bottom land to California spring 
red wheat, from which be thrashed 
and cleaned up 100 bushels of red 
wheat. The crop next year was 
rqtanteer, which yielded over 25 
bushels per acre of California fall 
or white winter wheat. The next 
crop, 1848, also volunteer, yielded 
32 bushels per acre. The white 
wheat that was mixed with the sow­
ing in tbe first place, did not mature 
but spread out over the ground, al­
lowing tbe spring wheat to be bar- 
vested the first year, and leaving 
the other 10 grow and mature for 
1847. The 3d crop was the largest 
of all, and all from one seeding. 
A truly wonderful thing to those 
who had come from the cold bleak 
prairies of northwestern - Missouri 
and Illinois, where the ground is 
oovered with snow from 12 to 15 
Inches deep, four to six months of 
the year, and where the mercury 
drops to 36° below zero quite often 
during the winter.
