Win S Mowry, of 
Moro, won the Gold Medal in oratory, and Mabel Moore, of 
Grass~valley, the Silver Medal. In declamation, Katherine 
McDonald of Wasco, proved winner of the Gold Medal. 
Loraine Johnson of Moro, carrying off the Silver Medal.
, The presentation of the Cup to the winning school call­
ed forth prolonged cheers and school yells from the Wasco 
delegation.

The Sherman county Field-meet and Declamatory-con­
test is a permanent organization and will prove a beneficial 
factor in exciting interest in the schools, and binding more 
closely the various sections.
